Bill Title: 
A Local Law amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to installing drinking fountains in public spaces

Bill Summary:
This plain language summary is for informational purposes only and does not substitute for legal counsel. For more information, you should review the full text of the bill, which is available online at legistar.council.nyc.gov.
This bill would require the city to install 500 new drinking water fountains by 2030. The fountains must include bottle filling stations and be accessible to persons with disabilities. Within five years, the commissioners of the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP), the Department of Transportation (DOT), and the Department of Citywide Administrative Services (DCAS) would be required to make recommendations to the mayor and the Council on whether the program should be expanded, and what challenges and issues are presented by the program.
