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TITLE:
AN ACT to amend administrative code of    the city of New York and the retirement and social security law, in relation to including a twenty-five year retirement program for members of the New York city employees’ retirement system employed by the police department of the city of New York or by the office of the chief medical examiner of such city in the title evidence and property control specialist who are subject to articles 11 and 15 of the retirement and social security law.

BACKGROUND:

According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MOU), Evidence and Property Control Specialists are responsible for the security of vouchered property and often work alone as couriers moving evidence from precincts to central property locations, police labs, medical examiners’ offices and the bomb squad.  These specialists are charged with the inspection, storage, security and transport of various legal and illegal property including firearms, narcotics, jewelry, vehicles and currency which are being held in evidence by the Property Clerk Division, Forensic Investigation Division and precinct commands.  These specialists are unarmed and face tremendous pressures in this line of work.  Accordingly, this bill would provide for a member paid twenty-five year retirement program.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


Sections 1, 4 and 6 of the proposed legislation would amend paragraph 1 of subdivision a of section 13-157.3 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York, paragraph 2 of subdivision a of section 445-f of the retirement and social security law, and paragraph 1 of subdivision a of section 604-f of the retirement and social security law to broaden the definition of “special officers” to include all persons who are employed by the New York City police department or by the office of the chief medical examiner in the title evidence and property control specialist.  

New sections 3 and 5 of the proposed legislation would amend section 445 of the retirement and social security law to include Evidence and Property Control Specialists within those entitled to join the twenty-five year retirement program.  


Sections 2 and 7 of the proposed bill would amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York and the retirement and social security law to provide a starting date for the twenty-five year retirement program for these officers as the effective starting date of the amendments to the laws.  


Sections 8, 9 and 10 of the proposed bill, would amend subparagraph (i) of paragraph 8 of subdivision d of section 613 of the retirement and social security law, subdivision a-5 of section 13-125.2 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York, and subdivision a-6 of section 13-125.2 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York.  Such amendments would require that in the case of persons employed by the New York City police department or by the office of the Chief Medical Examiner in the title evidence and property control specialist, the City of New York would pick up and pay to the retirement system of which a participant is a member all additional member contributions which otherwise would be required to be deducted from such member’s compensation.
