Justification

This bill would repeal laws that limit the Department of Correction’s, Department of Probation’s, and the New York City Police Department’s cooperation with U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement (“ICE”). This bill would also repeal a law that prohibits the City from partnering with ICE to enforce federal immigration law and that prohibits the use of City resources, property, and information obtained on behalf of the City in furtherance of federal immigration enforcement.

Repealing these restrictions would allow City agencies to cooperate fully with federal law enforcement to enhance public safety and uphold the rule of law. Improved coordination with ICE would help ensure that individuals who pose genuine threats to public safety are appropriately identified and addressed, while reducing administrative barriers that impede effective policing and corrections operations. Allowing the use of City resources and information for lawful federal immigration enforcement promotes efficiency, accountability, and intergovernmental cooperation, ensuring that local, state, and federal authorities can work together to protect residents and maintain the integrity of the justice system.
For these reasons, I urge my colleagues to support this legislation.
