	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would require twice as many water closets for women as for men in certain places of public assembly when these places are newly constructed or if they undergo substantial alteration.  Included in these places are arenas, bars (if the occupancy permit is for more than 150 persons), concert halls, convention halls, motion picture theatres, public dance halls, stadiums, and theatres. This legislation would not apply to any building or space owned by any school or hospital and used for any educational or health purpose.  The legislation also provides that the commissioner of buildings may under certain circumstances waive the requirements included in the bill.
