	Summary of Legislation: This legislation amends subparagraph (i) of paragraph 2 of subdivision b of section 12-126 of the administrative code of the city of New York.  The amendment would provide health benefits to the surviving spouse or domestic partner, and dependent children of correction officers and sanitation workers killed in the line of duty.

As per current law, such benefits can be provided, at the mayor’s discretion, in instances when such deaths occurred on or after November 1, 1996 and before January 27, 2004.  This legislation would change the latter date to February 8, 2005 to allow for benefits to be provided to the family of sanitation worker Rodney Page who was killed in the line of duty on February 7, 2005.  Mr. Page left behind a 37-year old wife and a 13-year old daughter. 

As per the proposed legislation, health insurance coverage would be provided for Mr. Page’s daughter until the age of 19, or up to the age of 23 if certain higher education requirements are met.  Benefits for Mr. Page’s wife would be provided until her death.

	Impact on Revenues:  There is no impact on revenue.



	Impact on Expenditures:  Based on the City of New York’s Health Premium Payment Obligation Schedule, the cost to the city for health benefits for Mr. Page’s wife and daughter for the remaining three months of Fiscal 2005 will be $2,108 (based on the family HIP rate of 702.83 per month).  For Fiscal 2006, the cost will be $9,277 based on the family HIP rate for Fiscal 2006.  Assuming that Mr. Page’s daughter maintains her higher education status until age 23 (and so continues to receive benefits until that age), and also assuming estimated annual cost increases in the city’s payment obligations, the total fiscal impact of this legislation over 40 years is likely to approach $626,000.
