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TITLE:  
A Local Law to amend the New York city charter and the New York city building code in relation to the display of artwork on temporary protective structures on construction sites

BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require the Public Design Commission to solicit works of art from the public, and in consultation with the Department of Buildings and the Department of Cultural Affairs, at least annually approve four such works of art for display on temporary protective structures at construction sites.  It would also authorize building owners to install such artwork on temporary protective structures on or over city-owned buildings, sidewalks, and streets.
