A Local Law to amend the New York city charter, in relation to the Veterans’ Advisory Board.


Sponsor:
Council Members Monserrate, Baez, et al.

Summary of Legislation:
The proposed local law strengthens the Veterans’ Advisory Board, which advises the Director of the Mayor’s Office of Veterans Affairs, in the following ways:  The mayor and the speaker shall consider service in military conflicts involving members of the United States armed forces when making appointments to the Board; appointees may be removed for cause; provides for filling vacancies; appointees shall select a chairperson and vice-chairperson; mandates that the Board meet at least quarterly; the Board determines its own rules of procedure and keeps records of its deliberations; and requires that the Board submit an annual report to the Mayor and the Council regarding its activities.

Effective Date:
This local law shall take effect immediately.
