	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to bicycles used for certain commercial purposes.

	Summary of Legislation: The proposed legislation under section 10-157 of title 10 of the Administrative Code would require that the owner of any business engaged in providing a service using a bicycle shall provide, at its own expense, protective headgear suitable for each bicycle operator. In addition, it requires that owners of such business, notwithstanding any bicycle provided by the employee, ensure that each bicycle is equipped with a lamp, a bell, a brake, reflective tires or reflector mounted on the spokes of each wheel, as well as other reflective devices, in accordance with section 1236 of the vehicle and traffic law. 

Violation of this law, upon conviction, shall be punishable by a fine of not less than $100 or no more than $250 or imprisonment for not more than fifteen days or both fine and imprisonment.    



	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect one hundred twenty days after it is enacted into law.
