I. BACKGROUND
On May 28, 2025, the Committee on Governmental Operations, State and Federal Legislation, chaired by Council Member Lincoln Restler, will hold a vote on Preconsidered SLR , State Legislation Resolution requesting the New York State Legislature to pass bills introduced by Senator Jackson, S.1891, and Assembly Member Cunningham, A.4523, “AN ACT to amend the vehicle and traffic law, in relation to owner liability for failure of an operator to comply with street cleaning parking rules; to amend the public officers law, in relation to access to records prepared pursuant to street cleaning parking rules; and providing for the repeal of certain provisions upon expiration thereof.”
II. PROPOSED STATE LEGISLATION
These bills would authorize the Department of Sanitation to establish and operate a program placing on its street cleaning vehicles a camera that can independently capture or record a vehicle parked in violation of alternate side parking (ASP) rules. The image could then be used as evidence to substantiate a violation imposing monetary liability on the vehicle owner for the parking violation. 
This bill would limit such penalties to $50 for each ASP violation, and authorize an additional $25 penalty for failure to promptly respond to a notice of liability.  
The bill would also require the City to update ASP signage to provide notice that photo devices are used for ASP enforcement, and to ensure, to the extent practicable, that photos taken do not identify any person or contents inside the vehicle. 
Use of photos would be restricted to ASP enforcement or for use as otherwise required by law or court order.
