 A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to filing fees.
ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends tables 28-112.2 and 28-112.8 of chapter 1 of title 28 of the administrative code of the city of New York.

This local law increases the minimum application filing fee from $100 to a range between $130 and $280, depending on the type of alteration proposed.  Prior to this local law, filing fees were same across the board independent of permit type.  In addition, the proposed change would establish separate filing fees for one-, two- and three-family dwellings, resulting in a more equitable fee structure.  The last time the fee was raised was more than 15 years ago.
According to the Administration, new zoning, construction code and energy code changes over the past 15 years have resulted in additions and enhancements to the plan examination process that have increased the costs to the Department.  The proposed increase will help offset these increased costs.
