A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring owners to notify tenants of unsafe conditions of exterior walls of buildings.

Justification:
In recent years, there have been a number of incidents with buildings collapsing and exterior walls and facades crumbling. As we seek to reform scaffolding laws, we must also update communication and transparency around unsafe conditions that arise. This bill would require building owners who receive notice of an unsafe condition of an exterior wall of the building to notify the building’s occupants of the unsafe condition. 

Our city’s building stock is aging and heightened awareness of risk is key for all parties involved. For these reasons, I urge my colleagues to support this legislation.
