SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. 577 would require the Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) to improve, formalize, or create 300 miles of trails within 3 years of the effective date of the bill. The placement of such trails would be prioritized to connect the maximum amount of natural areas as well as to improve access by low and moderate income communities to natural areas. DPR would also be required to publish maps of these trails on its website.
