	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the police department to submit reports concerning the discharge of firearms.

	Summary of Legislation: The primary purpose of this legislation is to have the police department report to the council, on an annual basis, the nature and frequency of firearms discharge incidents, within the city of New York for the most recent year for which data is available, and to compare that data to data for the prior year and to data for incidents outside of the city.  For the purposes of this bill, an “incident” is defined as any shooting incident involving either an NYPD officer or a firearm belonging to an NYPD officer.  The report format would include such data as the: number of incidents, number of shots fired per incident, number of officers firing shots per incident, number of shots fired per officer, number of civilian subjects involved in incidents, etc.  The report would also include a complete synopsis of any incident leading to the death of either a police officer or a civilian subject. The information in the report would be provided to the council except where a disclosure of the relevant information may compromise the safety of police personnel or the general public or may otherwise undermine law enforcement operations. The report is not required to be transmitted electronically to, either, the Department of Records and Information Services (DORIS) or to the general public through DORIS.  It would be submitted to the council either thirty days after the end of the reporting period, or after data for the reporting period becomes available, whichever is later.  The police department would be able to submit the report using preliminary data so long as it specifies that the data used in the report is not final and, therefore, subject to change.      


	Effective Date: This local law would become effective sixty days after its enactment into law.
