Justification: 
The Department of Citywide Administrative Services is responsible for the leasing and renting of city owned property. However, delays in this process can leave properties vacant for years which contribute to urban decay. This bill would require that the Department of Citywide 
Administrative Services leases or rent properties it controls within five years, or otherwise alert the local community board and Council Member of vacancies exceeding five years, therefore allowing for greater levels of transparency and accountability.
