[bookmark: _GoBack]This bill amends the Administrative Code to provide that surviving family members (surviving spouse, domestic partner and children) of DOT roadway repair & maintenance division and bridges division employees who did on or after Oct. 21, 2019 and before Oct. 23, 2019 will continue to receive health insurance coverage.

This local law takes effect immediately and shall be retroactive to and deemed to have been in full force and effect on and after October 22, 2019
