	Summary of Legislation:  The proposed local law would amend Section 19 of the New York City Charter to create a domestic violence fatality review committee.  The director of the Mayor’s Office to Combat Domestic Violence, or his or her designee, would serve as the chairperson of the committee.  The committee’s work would include, but not be limited to:  reviewing statistical data relating to domestic violence fatalities, analyzing aggregate information relating to domestic violence fatalities, including non-identifying data with respect to victims and perpetrators involved in domestic violence fatalities, examining any factors indicating a high-risk of involvement in domestic violence fatalities, and developing recommendations regarding the coordination and improvement of services for victims of domestic violence.

	Effective Date:  The proposed local law would take effect ninety days after its enactment.
