	TITLE: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to childhood and adolescent vaccinations
	SPONSOR(S): Council Members Dinowitz, Schulman, Louis, Cabán and Restler


SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 693 would require the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH), in collaboration with relevant agencies, to develop and implement a plan by no later than January 1, 2027 to educate the public regarding the benefits and importance of childhood and adolescent vaccinations for individuals 18 years old or younger in accordance with recommendations adopted by major medical organizations, including the American Academy of Pediatrics. The plan would include multiple outreach efforts to the public and medical providers regarding the benefits and importance of childhood and adolescent vaccinations. No later than January 1, 2028, and every January 1st thereafter, the DOHMH Commissioner would be required to submit to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council and post it on the DOHMH website, a report on the implementation of the plan.

FISCAL YEAR IN WHICH PROPOSED LOCAL LAW WOULD FIRST BECOME EFFECTIVE: 2026

FISCAL YEAR IN WHICH FULL FISCAL IMPACT ANTICIPATED: 2027

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that the implementation of this legislation would result in additional Other Than Personal Services (OTPS) costs associated with the development and dissemination of culturally and linguistically competent public education campaigns, outreach to medical providers, social media engagement, translation services, website and portal development, and related materials. The total OTPS impact will depend on factors including the number of ZIP codes identified as having the lowest vaccination rates, the scope and scale of outreach efforts, the number of providers and hospitals engaged, the extent of media placements, and the level of ongoing maintenance required for the web-based portal. Additionally, it is estimated that the legislation would require the hiring of a full-time outreach worker responsible for coordinating and implementing the required education and outreach efforts. The annual cost of the outreach worker and associated fringe benefits is estimated to be $100,000 with a prorated cost in Fiscal 2026 of $22,740.
