RESOLUTION NO. 1073

Resolution approving the decision of the City Planning Commission on ULURP No. C 230375 MMK, an amendment to the City Map (L.U. No. 358).

	WHEREAS, Metropolitan Transportation Authority and the New York City Department of Parks and Recreation, filed an application pursuant to Sections 197‑c and 199 of the New York City Charter and Section 5-430 et seq. of the New York City Administrative Code for an amendment to the City Map involving:

1. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of a portion of Sackman Street between Truxton Street and Fulton Street; and
2. the establishment of a park addition within the former portion of Sackman Street (discontinued and closed); and 
3. the elimination of a portion of public park within the area bounded by Truxton Street, Van Sinderen Avenue, Fulton Street, and Eastern Parkway; and
4. the adjustment of grades and block dimensions necessitated thereby;

including authorization for any acquisition or disposition of real property related thereto, in Community District 16, Borough of Brooklyn, in accordance with Map Nos. N-2771 and N-2772 dated February 20, 2025, and signed by the Borough President. (ULURP No. C 230375 MMK) (the “Application”);
	WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission filed with the Council on August 8, 2025 its decision dated July 30, 2025 (the “Decision”), on the Application;
WHEREAS, the Decision is subject to review and action by the Council pursuant to Section 197d(b)(3) of the City Charter;
	WHEREAS, upon due notice, the Council held a public hearing on the Decision and Application on September 9, 2025;
	WHEREAS, the Council has considered the land use implications and other policy issues relating to the Decision and Application; and
WHEREAS, the Council has considered the relevant environmental issues, including the Negative Declaration issued December 4, 2024 (CEQR No. 24DPR005K), which includes measures to avoid the potential for significant adverse impacts related to hazardous materials through a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between DEP, NYC Parks (as the agency controlling the site), and MTA that has been executed to commit to hazardous materials testing in accordance with a DEP-approved Work Plan and Health and Safety Plan and the implementation of any and all remedial measures including (as needed) a DEP-approved Remedial Action Plan and Construction Health and Safety Plan, as well as the maintenance and reporting of any engineering controls post-construction. With such measures in place, no significant adverse hazardous materials impacts would be anticipated.
RESOLVED:
The Council finds that the action described herein will have no significant impact on the environment as set forth in the Negative Declaration. 
	Pursuant to Sections 197‑d and 199 of the City Charter and Section 5-430 et seq. of the New York City Administrative Code and on the basis of the Decision and Application, the environmental determination and consideration described in the report, C 230375 MMK, incorporated by reference herein, and the record before the Council, the Council approves the Decision for an amendment to the City Map involving: 
1. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of a portion of Sackman Street between Truxton Street and Fulton Street; and
2. the establishment of a park addition within the former portion of Sackman Street (discontinued and closed); and 
3. the elimination of a portion of public park within the area bounded by Truxton Street, Van Sinderen Avenue, Fulton Street, and Eastern Parkway; and
4. the adjustment of grades and block dimensions necessitated thereby;

including authorization for any acquisition or disposition of real property related thereto, in Community District 16, Borough of Brooklyn, in accordance with Map Nos. N-2771 and N-2772 dated February 20, 2025, and signed by the Borough President is hereby approved; and be it further
RESOLVED, that pursuant to Section 5-432 of the New York City Administrative Code, the City Planning Commission determines that “such closing or discontinuance will further the health, safety, pedestrian or vehicular circulation, housing, economic development or general welfare of the City”; and be it further
RESOLVED, that, pursuant to Section 5-433 of the New York Administrative Code, the City Planning Commission adopts the legally required number of counterparts of Map No. N-2771 and N-2772, dated December 16th, 2024, providing for the elimination of parkland, the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of Sackman Street between Truxton Street and Fulton Street, and establishing a Park Addition, particularly described as follows:
DISCONTINUING AND CLOSING OF A PORTION SACKMAN STREET, BOROUGH OF BROOKLYN, AS SHOWN ON THE CITY OF NEW YORK OFFICE OF THE BOROUGH PRESIDENT OF BROOKLYN MAP NO. N-2772, DATED DECEMBER 16 2024. 
Starting at the intersection of the easterly side of Eastern Parkway Extension and the southerly side of Truxton Street a distance 312.36 feet to the east to the point or place of beginning;

a. Running thence easterly 80.10 feet along Truxton Street, said course forming with the following course an exterior deflecting angle to the right of 87 degrees, 9 minutes, 7 seconds;
b. Running thence southerly 146.23 feet, along the formerly easterly line of Sackman Street, said course forming with the following course an exterior deflecting angle to the right of 105 degrees, 33 minutes, 9 seconds;
c. Running thence westerly 83.03 feet, along Fulton Street, said course forming with the following course an exterior deflecting angle to the right of 74 degrees, 27 minutes, 51 seconds;
d. Running thence northerly 127.97 feet along the former westerly side of Sackman Street to the POINT OR PLACE OF BEGINNING.

All such approvals being subject to the following conditions:

a. The subject amendment to the City Map shall take effect on the day following the day on which certified counterparts of Map No. N-2771 and N-2772, dated December 16, 2024, are filed with the appropriate agencies in accordance with Section 198 subsection c of the New York City Charter; and 
b. The subject street to be discontinued and closed shall be discontinued and closed on the day following the day on which such maps adopted by this resolution shall be filed in the offices specified by law.
