          2                 CHAIRPERSON COMRIE: We will vote as

          3  soon as possible. Good morning. I'm Council Member

          4  Leroy Comrie. We're here today convening the

          5  Committee on Rules, Privileges and Elections. With

          6  me this morning are Council Member Yvette Clarke

          7  from Brooklyn, Council Member David Weprin from

          8  Queens, Council Member Madeline Provenzano, from the

          9  Bronx, Councilman Diana Reyna from the Brooklyn and

         10  Queens, and Councilman Lew Fidler from Brooklyn.

         11                 Today we have before us a resolution

         12  approving membership changes to certain standing

         13  committees and subcommittee. Before the Committee

         14  for its consideration are proposed changes to the

         15  membership of various committees and the

         16  Subcommittee of the Council.

         17                 As the members know this, the primary

         18  changes result because of the newly elected Council

         19  Member Maria del Carmen Arroyo being assigned to

         20  various committees.

         21                 If you look at the resolution for

         22  each of the specific changes, and you can just know

         23  that under each Committee you will see a name in

         24  brackets and you will see a name underlined. The

         25  name in brackets for the person that's leaving is

          2  the person that is leaving the Committee and the

          3  name that's underlined is the person that is joining

          4  the Committee.

          5                 So, I'll give the members a couple of

          6  minutes to peruse it. If we could have someone grab

          7  a member so that we could have a quorum, we would be

          8  ready to vote, unless a member has a comment on

          9  this.

         10                 Hearing no questions or comments, we

         11  are joined by Council Member Christine Quinn from

         12  Manhattan. Council Member Simcha Felder is not on

         13  the Committee, but he is here. I'm always glad for

         14  your presence. We now have a quorum so we can move

         15  forward to a vote on this matter.

         16                 The Counsel to the Committee, Ed

         17  O'Malley, is going to call the roll.

         18                 MR. O'MALLEY: Comrie.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON COMRIE: Aye.

         20                 MR. O'MALLEY: Provenzano.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER PROVENZANO: Aye.

         22                 MR. O'MALLEY: Quinn.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: Aye.

         24                 MR. O'MALLEY: Reyna.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER REYNA: Aye.
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          2                 MR. O'MALLEY: Clarke.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: Aye.

          4                 MR. O'MALLEY: Fidler.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER FIDLER: Aye.

          6                 MR. O'MALLEY: Weprin.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER WEPRIN: Aye.

          8                 MR. O'MALLEY: By a vote of seven in

          9  the affirmative, none in the negative, the matter is

         10  adopted.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON COMRIE: We will hold the

         12  roll open just for members to vote because they're

         13  in other Committee meetings.

         14                 I want to remind the members that we

         15  actually have an 11:30 scheduled democratic caucus

         16  meeting, and you will remember to sign the sheet as

         17  soon as it becomes available.

         18                 Thank you all for being here and with

         19  that, I will call the meeting part of it closed,

         20  unless there is a comment from Council Member Simcha

         21  Felder.

         22                 Council Member Perkins.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: Aye.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: I just want to

         25  know how I can get on your Committee, Leroy.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON COMRIE: Rules has got to

          3  vote on it.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Well, I don't

          5  know. Who's running this thing? They're doing these

          6  shufflings around every two weeks now. Is there an

          7  election coming up? I asked to be on your Committee

          8  three years ago.
