	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to standards and specifications for accessible water borne commuter services facilities for disabled persons in New York City.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation requires that all water borne commuter service facilities, including all piers and terminals, and commuter ferry boats, located or operating within New York City or its territorial waters shall be accessible to disabled persons.  This legislation will apply to all commuter ferry vessels and facilities that service them that are owned, operated and utilized both by the City of New York and any private operators licensed by the City to operate water borne commuter service.  This legislation also requires that vehicles operated by water borne commuter services facilities operators be accessible to disabled individuals on the following schedule.  Seventy-five percent of existing vehicles by March 1, 2007, one hundred percent of existing vehicles by December 31, 2008 and all vehicles entering service for the first time shall be accessible according to the U.S. Department of Transportation’s standards for accessibility of new vehicles.


	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect immediately; provided, however, that all water borne commuter services facilities shall satisfy all provisions of the local law that added this chapter no later than December 31, 2008.

	Impact on Revenues: This legislation mandates fines of not less than two hundred and fifty dollars per violation per day for every day that such violation occurs until such violation is remedied or removed.  At this time, it is undetermined what, if any, impact this legislation will have on revenue and the net total.

 

	Impact on Expenditures:  It is estimated that the increased debt service associated with the capital costs that will be incurred to bring city owned and operated piers and facilities into compliance with this legislation will average between $260,000 and $705,000 per year.  It is estimated that these debt service costs will continue for twenty years.  It is estimated that the city’s capital costs of complying with this legislation will be between $5.1 million and $14 million.  It is also estimated that the City will incur approximately $150,000 in one-time installation and retrofitting expense costs.
