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INTRODUCTION 
	On June 30, 2025, the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure, chaired by Majority Whip Selvena N. Brooks-Powers, will conduct a hearing to vote on Proposed Int. No. 99-B, sponsored by Council Member Nantasha Williams, in relation to the creation of curbside overnight truck parking in industrial business zones and to provide for the repeal thereof, and Proposed Int. No. 857-B, sponsored by Council Member Rafael Salamanca Jr., in relation to vehicles reported as abandoned to the department of sanitation. 
A previous version of Proposed Int. No. 99-B was heard at an April 21, 2025 hearing entitled: “Parking Infrastructure and DOT.” Additional legislation was heard at this hearing. Those who testified at this hearing included representatives from the New York City (“NYC” or “City”) Department of Transportation (“DOT”), representatives from the NYC Department of Finance, transit advocates, street safety advocates, and others. 
A previous version of Proposed Int. No. 857-B was heard at an April 23, 2025 joint hearing with the Committee on Consumer and Worker Protection entitled: “Dining Out NYC Program.” Those who testified at this hearing included representatives from DOT, restaurant associations, restaurants, and other interested stakeholders. 







BACKGROUND
Department of Transportation
DOT’s mission is to provide for the safe, equitable, and sustainable movement of people and goods in NYC, while creating public spaces that strengthen the City’s communities.[footnoteRef:2] The agency’s vision is a transportation system that provides equitable mobility for all residents and visitors, while also being environmentally sustainable and built to adapt to the threat of climate change.[footnoteRef:3] DOT is responsible for a significant amount of the City’s public infrastructure, which includes planning, design, construction, maintenance, and management of roads, sidewalks, bridges, traffic signals, and signs.[footnoteRef:4] DOT has an annual operating budget of $1.5 billion and a 10-year $33.5 billion capital program, and manages 6,300 miles of streets and highways, over 12,000 miles of sidewalk, and approximately 800 bridges and tunnels.[footnoteRef:5]  [2:  NYC DOT, About DOT, available at https://www1.nyc.gov/html/dot/html/about/about.shtml]  [3:  Id. ]  [4:  Id. ]  [5:  Id. ] 


Parking in NYC
Parking Regulations
	DOT regulates NYC parking, determining where vehicles can stop, stand, and park in the City.[footnoteRef:6] Under the New York State Vehicle and Traffic Law, all of NYC is designated as a “Tow Away Zone,” meaning that any vehicle parked or operated illegally, or with missing or expired registration or inspections stickers, may be towed.[footnoteRef:7] On major legal holidays, stopping, standing, and parking are permitted except in areas where rules apply seven days a week.[footnoteRef:8] In addition, it is illegal citywide to double park a passenger vehicle, as it presents a safety hazard and increases congestion.[footnoteRef:9] [6:  NYC DOT, Motorists and Parking-Parking Regulations, available at https://www.nyc.gov/html/dot/html/motorist/parking-regulations.shtml ]  [7:  Id. ]  [8:  Id. ]  [9:  Id. ] 

	NYC’s parking regulations cover a number of parking practices, including: 
· Alternate Side Parking, which is applied to certain streets (except on specifically scheduled legal and religious holidays) in an effort to allow for street cleaning;[footnoteRef:10]  [10:  Id. ] 

· Fire Hydrant Parking, which makes it illegal to park within 15 feet of either side of a fire hydrant, including on floating parking lanes (next to protected bike lanes);[footnoteRef:11]  [11:  Id.] 

· Stopping, Standing, and Parking Signage, which prohibits or permits waiting, loading and unloading goods, and pick-up and drop-off of passengers;[footnoteRef:12]  [12:  Id.] 

· T Intersection Parking, which allows parking at some “T” intersections even if there is a curb cut at that location;[footnoteRef:13]  [13:  Id.] 

· Curb Cut Installation, which are areas of the sidewalk that have been lowered, or cut down, to facilitate better access to the street;[footnoteRef:14] and  [14:  Id.] 

· School Zone Parking, which allows parking in school zones depending on if school is in recess or not.[footnoteRef:15]  [15:  Id.] 

Although DOT creates much of the regulations around parking in the City, parking enforcement is the responsibility of the NYC Police Department (“NYPD”).[footnoteRef:16] In addition, the NYC Department of Finance is responsible for the collection and processing of payments for parking tickets and camera violations issued in NYC.[footnoteRef:17]  [16:  Id. ]  [17:  NYC Department of Finance, Vehicles, Parking tickets and camera violations, available at https://www.nyc.gov/site/finance/vehicles/services.page ] 


Trucks and Deliveries
	It is estimated that almost 90% of NYC’s goods are moved into and around the City by truck.[footnoteRef:18] With the increase in e-commerce and deliveries to homes and businesses over the past few years, NYC has seen an increase in the number of trucks utilizing its roads.[footnoteRef:19] Parking is an important aspect of this system, as trucks require parking to be able to efficiently deliver these goods to homes and businesses,[footnoteRef:20] and federal law requires truck drivers to spend at least 10 hours a day off-duty, during which time they need an appropriate space to park their vehicles.[footnoteRef:21]  [18:  NYC DOT, Motorists and Parking, Deliveries in New York City, available at https://www.nyc.gov/html/dot/html/motorist/deliveries.shtml ]  [19:  Id. ]  [20:  Id. ]  [21:  Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration, Summary of Hours of Service Regulations, available at: https://www.fmcsa.dot.gov/regulations/hours-service/summary-hours-service-regulations ] 

NYC Traffic Rules consider a truck as a commercial vehicle[footnoteRef:22] and list out regulations for parking, stopping, and standing this type of vehicle in NYC.[footnoteRef:23] These regulations include rules about standing when loading and unloading, angle standing or parking, parking of trailers, street storage, nighttime parking, double parking when loading and unloading, and limited truck zone parking, among other things.[footnoteRef:24] For CY 2024, there were 37,525 counts of “Illegal Parking” related to “Commercial Overnight Parking” 311 Service Requests throughout the City.[footnoteRef:25] To reduce the number of trucks delivering in residential areas, and to promote more sustainable and efficient delivery methods, DOT currently implements a wide range of programs.[footnoteRef:26]  [22:  NYC DOT, Motorists and Parking, Deliveries in New York City. Industrial Business Zones 
	In 2006, Industrial Business Zones (“IBZ”) were created in the City.[footnoteRef:27] IBZs are high-performing industrial and manufacturing areas located in the City overseen by the NYC Economic Development Corporation (“EDC”).[footnoteRef:28] They were created to protect existing manufacturing districts, foster economic development, and encourage industrial growth throughout NYC.[footnoteRef:29] IBZs generally receive a large number of deliveries, which results in increased truck traffic levels.[footnoteRef:30] As part of the NYC Clean Trucks Program, commercial truck operators located in or operating within 0.5 miles of program-approved IBZs and businesses that move goods in NYC can apply for rebate incentive funding to replace older, heavy, polluting diesel trucks with clean, advanced trucks and transit technologies.[footnoteRef:31] [27:  NYC, NYC Clean Trucks Program, Industrial Business Zones, available at https://www.nycctp.com/ibzs/ ]  [28:  Id.]  [29:  Id. ]  [30:  Id. ]  [31:  Id. ] 


Department of Sanitation
	The NYC Department of Sanitation (“DSNY”) collects, recycles, and disposes of waste in NYC.[footnoteRef:32] DSNY also cleans streets, reduces illegal dumping, and clears snow and ice.[footnoteRef:33] It is estimated that DSNY collects 24 million pounds of trash, recycling, and compostable material every day.[footnoteRef:34] DSNY operates 59 district garages and manages a fleet of more than 2,000 rear-loading collection trucks, 450 mechanical brooms, 705 salt spreaders, and several dozen specialized machines to clean and plow bike lanes.[footnoteRef:35] [32:  NYC DSNY, About DSNY, available at https://www.nyc.gov/site/dsny/about/about-dsny.page ]  [33:  Id. ]  [34:  Id. ]  [35:  Id. ] 


Abandoned and Derelict Vehicles 
	Under New York State law, a vehicle may be considered “abandoned” if it meets one of the following criteria: (1) it is left on a public right of way with no license plates for more than six hours, (2) it is left for more than 24 hours on a public right of way where parking is not permitted, (3) it is left for more than 48 hours in a public parking spot where the parking has since become illegal, or (4) it is left for more than 96 hours on private property without permission.[footnoteRef:36] Certain abandoned vehicles can also be considered “derelict” if they do not have a license plate and are worth $1250 or less.[footnoteRef:37] [36:  VTL § 1224]  [37:  Id. ] 









LEGISLATIVE ANALYSIS
Proposed Int. No. 99-B
This bill would require DOT to establish overnight parking areas in IBZs for commercial vehicles, available only for commercial vehicles.  These parking areas would be active for at least 10 continuous hours overnight, and would be inactive between 8:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. Prior to establishing such an overnight parking area, DOT would be required to provide notice to the community boards and council members representing the IBZ, and would be required to discuss with those persons if requested to do so. The bill would also require DOT to conduct outreach to commercial entities in the area, as well as to truck drivers operating in the City, to inform them of these new areas, and would require annual reporting by DOT on these overnight parking areas. This program would expire after five years.  
	This bill would take effect 180 days after it becomes law and be deemed repealed on July 1, 2030.

Proposed Int. No. 857-B 
This bill would require DSNY to, within 24 hours of receiving a report of an abandoned vehicle, determine whether such vehicle can be classified as “derelict” under state law. If such vehicle is derelict and the vehicle identification number is not ascertainable by DSNY, the Department would be required to remove such vehicle or cause it to be removed from the street within 72 hours of receiving the report. 
This bill would take effect on the same date as Int. No. 3 for the year 2024, relating to the removal of derelict vehicles.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the creation of curbside overnight truck parking in industrial business zones and to provide for the repeal thereof
 
Be it enacted by the council as follows:
Section 1. Subchapter 2 of chapter 1 of title 19 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 19-170.3 to read as follows:
§ 19-170.3 Overnight parking in industrial business zones. a. Definitions. For the purposes of this section, the following terms have the following meanings:
Commercial vehicle. The term “commercial vehicle” has the same meaning as such term is defined in the rules of the department for the purposes of the parking, standing, and stopping rules, and as may be amended from time to time.
Industrial business zone. The term “industrial business zone” means an industrial business zone designated by the industrial business zone boundary commission pursuant to chapter 6-D of title 22 of this code.
b. Overnight parking in industrial business zones. The department shall establish a program to implement a curbside overnight parking area for the exclusive use of commercial vehicles within each industrial business zone where the department determines such a program is feasible. In each such area, the department shall: (i) allow commercial vehicles to park for at least 10 continuous hours, except that these overnight parking areas shall not be active between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.; (ii) prohibit vehicles that are not commercial vehicles from parking in such area during such hours when commercial vehicles are allowed to park; and (iii) post signage indicating such allowance and prohibition. At least 30 days prior to the implementation of such an area, the department shall provide written notice to any community board representing the community district in which such industrial business zone is located, and to any council member in whose district such industrial business zone is located. Upon a request, the department shall discuss such implementation with such community board or council member prior to such implementation.
c. Informational campaign. The department shall conduct outreach to commercial establishments within each industrial business zone and to commercial truck drivers who operate commercial vehicles within the city to inform them of the implementation of overnight parking areas in each industrial business zone where such parking is established pursuant to subdivision b of this section.
d. Reporting. By June 1 of each year, the department shall submit to the mayor and the speaker of the council, and publish on its website, a report on the use of the overnight parking areas in industrial business zones implemented pursuant to subdivision b of this section. Such report shall include but need not be limited to, the location of each such overnight parking area, the available data regarding the usage of such overnight parking areas, and an assessment by the department of any observed effect of such overnight parking areas on industrial business zones, commercial truck drivers, and outlying residential areas, to the extent known.
§ 2. This local law takes effect 180 days after it becomes law and expires and is deemed repealed on July 1, 2030.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to vehicles reported as abandoned to the department of sanitation
 
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 
Section 1. The heading of section 16-128 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended to read as follows:
§ 16-128 Removal of [incumbrances] encumbrances from streets.
§ 2. Subdivision a of section 16-128 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended to read as follows:
a. 1. The commissioner shall remove[,] or cause to be removed any vehicle, box, barrel, bale of merchandise, or other movable property or article or thing whatsoever found upon any street, in accordance with regulations adopted by the [board of estimate] commissioner.
2. If a vehicle found upon any street is identified as abandoned by the department or reported as abandoned to the department via the 311 customer service center, any other agency, or any official notification received by the department, including any electronic mail sent to the department by a council member or community board, the commissioner shall:
(a) Within 24 hours of the department making such identification or receiving such report, determine if such vehicle is an abandoned vehicle described by subdivision 2 of section 1224 of the vehicle and traffic law; and
(b) Within 72 hours of the department making such identification or receiving such report, remove or cause to be removed such vehicle from such street, provided that such vehicle is an abandoned vehicle described by subdivision 2 of section 1224 of the vehicle and traffic law and the vehicle identification number of such vehicle is not ascertainable by such department.
§ 2. This local law takes effect on the same date as a local law amending the administrative code of the city of New York, relating to the removal of derelict vehicles, as proposed in introduction number 3 for the year 2024, takes effect.
