	TITLE: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the department of social services issuing replacement transit benefit cards 
	SPONSORS:	Council Members Marte, Louis, Epstein, Maloney and Morano


SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 825 would require the Human Resources Administration (HRA) to issue duplicate transit benefit cards under the Fair Fares program where a participant’s card was damaged, destroyed, stolen, or lost. HRA would be required to provide one replacement card free of charge but would charge a fee of $15 for any subsequent replacement cards. The bill would prohibit HRA from limiting the number of requests for a duplicate card a participant could make, provided they pay the $15 fee.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: The Council is not able to estimate this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues, as it would be difficult to estimate how many, if any, Fair Fares participants would report a damaged, destroyed, stolen, or lost card. The Council assumes that any revenues resulting from the $15 fee would be offset completely by expenditures necessary to administer the processing of the replacement.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates there would be no impact on the City’s expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation, as HRA would utilize existing resources already budgeted for the Fair Fares program to fulfill its requirements.
