SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 551 would require the Office of Administrative Trials and Hearings (OATH) to collaborate with two or more enforcement agencies designated by the Mayor to establish a pilot program to use day-fines for certain violations of local law. For this purpose, “day-fines” refers to a system for assessing civil penalties that takes into account a respondent’s daily disposable income. No later than 180 days after the two-year anniversary of the effective date of this legislation, OATH, in collaboration with the other designated agencies, would be required to issue a report on the results of the pilot program.

The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that there likely would be an impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation for OATH to implement the pilot program but the Council does not have sufficient information to estimate the cost at this time. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
