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          1  RULES, PRIVILEGES AND ELECTIONS

          2                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: I am calling the

          3  Committee on Rules, Privileges and Elections to

          4  order.

          5                 Will the Sergeant-At-Arms attempt to

          6  round up members. The Rules Committee is about to

          7  commence.

          8                 The Committee on Rules, Privileges

          9  and Elections. Today we have an appointment to the

         10  New York City Board of Standards and Appeals. The

         11  Committee on Rules, Privileges and Elections will

         12  consider this day one appointment to the Board of

         13  Standards and Appeals. The Board of Standards and

         14  Appeals is set forth by law within Chapter 27 of the

         15  New York City Charter.

         16                 Pursuant to Section 661, the Board is

         17  comprised of five members who are appointed by the

         18  Mayor for a term of six years, commencing at the

         19  expiration of the terms of the present incumbents.

         20                 The qualifications of the members are

         21  set forth within Section 661-B of the said Charter

         22  as follows:

         23                 One member-planner with professional

         24  qualifications and ten years experience.

         25                 One member-registered architect with
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          2  ten years experience.

          3                 One member-licensed professional

          4  engineer with ten years experience.

          5                 The Mayor shall designate from one of

          6  the professionals (architect, planner or engineer)

          7  the Chair of the Board. Of the members, no more than

          8  two shall be residents of any one borough.

          9                 Members of the Board shall receive a

         10  salary and are precluded from engaging in any other

         11  occupation, profession or employment.

         12                 The Chair receives an annual salary

         13  of $124,518 and the members receive salaries varying

         14  with their duties from $102,317 to $93,583.

         15                 The jurisdiction of the Board is set

         16  forth in section 666, and includes the authority to:

         17                 1) Require the testing of and to

         18  approve materials and appliances to be used pursuant

         19  to law.

         20                 2) Determine and vary the application

         21  of the zoning resolution.

         22                 3) Hear and decide appeals from and

         23  review determinations made by the Commissioner of

         24  Buildings, or his authorized subordinates, the Fire

         25  Commissioner or rules established by his office, the
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          2  Commissioner of Transportation or the Commissioner

          3  of Ports, International Trade and Commerce in

          4  relation to the structures or uses on waterfront

          5  property.

          6                 4) Exercise exclusively with respect

          7  to buildings situated within the City, the same

          8  powers as are exercised by the Department of Labor

          9  of the State of New York elsewhere in the state.

         10                 5) Issue such special permits under

         11  the zoning resolution as are authorized by the City

         12  for any commission and formerly by the Board of

         13  Estimate.

         14                 To accomplish its mandate, the Board

         15  is authorized and empowered to establish such rules

         16  and regulations as it might deem appropriate.

         17                 The nominee today is Peter Caliendo,

         18  appearing before the Committee this date has been

         19  recommended for appointment by the Mayor as a member

         20  of the New York City Board of Standards and Appeals.

         21                 Mr. Caliendo's appointment would be a

         22  six-year term which expires on January 1, 2005.

         23                 Mr. Caliendo, would you please come

         24  forward and sit at the Council table. Just identify

         25  yourself for the record.
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          2                 MR. CALIENDO: Good afternoon. My name

          3  is Peter Caliendo.

          4                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Now, would you

          5  like to make any statements concerning your

          6  candidacy for this position?

          7                 MR. CALIENDO: Yes, I have a brief

          8  opening statement which I would like to read for the

          9  members of the Committee.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Please proceed.

         11                 MR. CALIENDO: Good afternoon, Mr.

         12  Chairman, and members of the Committee. My name is

         13  Peter Caliendo and I am both honored and privileged

         14  to have been nominated by Mayor Giuliani to be a

         15  member of the Board of Standards and Appeals.

         16                 I would like to briefly tell you a

         17  little bit about myself and express both why I would

         18  like to serve in this capacity and what I feel I

         19  could contribute to the Board.

         20                 I was born and raised in the Bronx. I

         21  currently reside with my wife Gina, of eight years,

         22  and my three-year-old daughter Elisa, in the Morris

         23  Park Section of the Bronx.

         24                 I attended Iona College and received

         25  a bachelor's degree in Finance in 1987, and began my
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          2  working years as a credit analyst for the Bank of

          3  New York.

          4                 I soon realized that this was not the

          5  career path I wanted to be on. I later discovered

          6  that I had a keen interest in the construction

          7  field, and an opportunity to change my career to

          8  what best suited those interests came with a

          9  position of Facilities Management Department of

         10  Bronx Lebanon Hospital.

         11                 After a short time I decided it would

         12  be a good idea to return to college, and I obtained

         13  a second bachelor's degree from Iona in Facilities

         14  and Property Management.

         15                 Eventually an opportunity arose to

         16  manage a residential property in Manhattan with the

         17  Kreisel Management Company, which eventually was

         18  acquired by the Insignia Residential Group. I saw

         19  this as both a great opportunity and a challenge. I

         20  had the facilities background, now I wanted to see

         21  what residential property management was all about.

         22                 I have worked as the Account

         23  Executive for the Lincoln Towers Complex on the

         24  Upper West Side of Manhattan for the past three and

         25  a half years, and I have gained a great deal of
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          2  knowledge and insight as to what it takes to

          3  successfully manage property in the City of New

          4  York.

          5                 Combined with my hospital experience,

          6  I have successfully managed all aspects of community

          7  living during my brief tenure with Insignia.

          8                 Whether it is assisting residents to

          9  file appropriate forms for apartment renovations

         10  with the New York City Building Department, or

         11  contacting various City agencies to resolve disputes

         12  that may arise for the cooperative boards, I

         13  continue to this day to provide the residents of the

         14  complex with the assurance that any and all issues

         15  will be dealt with in the most professional and

         16  expeditious manner possible.

         17                 When I was first contacted and asked

         18  whether or not I would be interested in the position

         19  on the Board, I again saw a great opportunity and

         20  challenge to serve the public.

         21                 I feel that with my extensive

         22  background and knowledge in the facilities and

         23  property management field, I can bring to the Board

         24  of Standards and Appeals a fresh perspective and

         25  practicality from both the property owners and
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          2  community's point of view.

          3                 I believe I have the necessary

          4  background of various property management

          5  disciplines, such as engineering, new construction,

          6  renovations, construction management, code issues

          7  and other related matters that can be applied in the

          8  decision-making process that will be part of my

          9  overall responsibilities, if appointed to the Board.

         10                 Although I am not an engineer or an

         11  architect, I believe I have sufficient knowledge of

         12  related fields that will allow me to both

         13  participate in and make decisions on any and all

         14  issues presented to the Board.

         15                 In closing, I would like to reiterate

         16  that I am honored to have been nominated for this

         17  position, and look forward to serving the people of

         18  the City of New York in the most professional manner

         19  expected of an individual in this prestigious

         20  capacity.

         21                 I thank you for your time this

         22  afternoon, and I will now answer any questions or

         23  concerns that any of you may have.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: First of all, on

         25  behalf of the Committee I want to apologize for
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          2  starting a 10:30 meeting so late, but it was other

          3  business, important business of the Council that

          4  called for the attention of the members of this

          5  Committee.

          6                 Now, have you in any capacity ever

          7  had any dealings with the Board of Standards and

          8  Appeals?

          9                 MR. CALIENDO: No.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Have you, since

         11  you learned of this possible appointment, have you

         12  started to look over the statutes and the work that

         13  you will be called upon to do?

         14                 MR. CALIENDO: Yes, I have.

         15                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Okay.

         16                 And you feel confident that you will

         17  be able to handle this quasi judicial type of work?

         18                 MR. CALIENDO: Yes, I do.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Do you understand

         20  that you can no other employment whatsoever, except

         21  this job, and you have to give up any other

         22  positions that you have?

         23                 MR. CALIENDO: Yes, I do.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: And knowing all

         25  of that, you want us to consider your appointment?
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          2                 MR. CALIENDO: Yes, I do.

          3                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Okay.

          4                 You can see I am a lawyer, right?

          5                 Okay, are there any questions of the

          6  candidate?

          7                 Council Member Spigner.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER SPIGNER: Just to say,

          9  this position is, I see one member-planner with

         10  professional qualifications, and one

         11  member-registered architect with ten years

         12  experience, one member-licensed professional, so

         13  that is three members with specific requirements.

         14                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: That's right.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER SPIGNER: And the other

         16  members?

         17                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Can be anyone.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER SPIGNER: The Board

         19  consists of how many now?

         20                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Five members.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER SPIGNER: So there can

         22  be two members --

         23                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Who are not

         24  professionals.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER SPIGNER: Not
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          2  professional.

          3                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Right.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER SPIGNER: And Mr.

          5  Caliendo doesn't have any of these three licenses,

          6  so he doesn't come into the category --

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER EISLAND: He is the

          8  public member.

          9                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: He is the public

         10  member.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER SPIGNER: He is the

         12  public member.

         13                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Right.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER POVMAN: Okay. Then I

         15  don't have any questions of Mr. Caliendo.

         16                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Well, for a

         17  public member he seems to have qualifications in the

         18  area that the Board of Standards does do work, so I

         19  think even though he is a member of the panel as a

         20  public member, I think he has good background for

         21  the field.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER SPIGNER: I just put

         23  the question to him that, as I say to whoever comes

         24  before this body, there are a lot of optimistic

         25  people who purchase property with the expectations
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          2  that are based on changing zonings at the Board of

          3  Standards -- getting variances at the Board of

          4  Standards and Appeals, and they come in and they cry

          5  all kinds of hardships, but you have to remember

          6  that in many instances these are self-imposed

          7  hardships.

          8                 MR. CALIENDO: Yes.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER SPIGNER: And it has

         10  got to be assumed, you have to, if approved, keep in

         11  mind, in my opinion, that your first responsibility

         12  is to those property owners who bought, maintained

         13  the integrity of the zoning regulations as it

         14  applies, and not to casually award these variances.

         15  Because a variance is apart and above from the norm,

         16  the variance from the norm. And often times these

         17  variances impose hardships on others who bought

         18  their property with the expectations that the norm

         19  would prevail.

         20                 MR. CALIENDO: Yes.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER SPIGNER: Thank you,

         22  Mr. Chairman.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: In connection

         24  with your present employment --

         25                 MR. CALIENDO: Yes.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: We would

          3  appreciate it if you would forward copies of your

          4  letters of resignation from your present employer to

          5  me just so the record is clear that you have

          6  resigned from those positions.

          7                 Council Member Eisland.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER EISLAND: Good morning,

          9  Mr. Caliendo.

         10                 MR. CALIENDO: Good morning.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER EISLAND: I know that

         12  the question was asked and you will submit papers

         13  about resigning. Will this be your only employment,

         14  or will you have outside employment?

         15                 MR. CALIENDO: No, this will be my

         16  only employment.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER EISLAND: So then you

         18  will be reachable at the BSA?

         19                 MR. CALIENDO: Yes.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER EISLAND: That will be

         21  refreshing and we will very much appreciate that.

         22                 And you will be functioning as the

         23  public member?

         24                 MR. CALIENDO: Yes.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER EISLAND: My request to
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          2  you, which is my request to all nominees, to the

          3  BSA, is that you do keep in touch with individual

          4  Council members, not only in our beautiful Borough

          5  of the Bronx, but when any issue rises to a point

          6  where something might have a major impact that you

          7  are considering on a Council Member's district.

          8                 Don't necessarily take for granted

          9  that somebody has contacted them all already. The

         10  liaison part of this job is extraordinarily

         11  important, and we would all appreciate that.

         12                 MR. CALIENDO: That's understood.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER EISLAND: Thank you

         14  very much.

         15                 MR. CALIENDO: You're welcome.

         16                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Any other

         17  questions?

         18                 Council Member Michels.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: I noticed you

         20  have -- I noticed your educational background and it

         21  is very good. You do understand that this is a

         22  quasi-judicial body, even though you are a lay

         23  person?

         24                 MR. CALIENDO: Yes.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: And you know
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          2  that you are going to be hearing appeals from people

          3  who have lost down below and want some certain

          4  changes?

          5                 MR. CALIENDO: Yes.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Do you know

          7  whether or not, or have you been told whether or not

          8  the Board staff is going to be giving you some

          9  training and background and expertise so that you

         10  can --

         11                 MR. CALIENDO: It is my belief that --

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Let me finish

         13  the question.

         14                 MR. CALIENDO: I'm sorry.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: -- On the

         16  nature of the type of decisions that are going to be

         17  made, what to look for and how to determine what are

         18  going to be the decisions? You might have to write

         19  some decisions and things like that, and they can

         20  give you some help on that.

         21                 MR. CALIENDO: Right.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Not telling

         23  you what to say, but giving you an idea.

         24                 MR. CALIENDO: Yes.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Because as a
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          2  lay person, you are now put in a quasi-judicial

          3  situation in something you have some background on

          4  but not -- are they going to give you some training

          5  in this, and how extensive will that be?

          6                 MR. CALIENDO: My understanding, my

          7  belief is that the training will occur, to what

          8  extent I do not know at this time.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: You will

         10  participate in that?

         11                 MR. CALIENDO: Yes.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: And will do

         13  everything that is possible?

         14                 MR. CALIENDO: Yes.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: And do you

         16  hold an official political position?

         17                 MR. CALIENDO: No, I do not.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: With the

         19  Republican party?

         20                 MR. CALIENDO: No, I do not.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Okay, very

         22  good. Thank you. I have no further questions.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Thank you.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Can I get a

         25  point of information? I understand he is filling a
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          2  vacancy that presently exists; is there another

          3  vacancy that still exists in this agency?

          4                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Yes, I am

          5  informed that there is one more vacancy that has to

          6  be filled.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: And do you

          8  know what that vacancy is? Is it a specific or a

          9  public member vacancy?

         10                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: I don't know the

         11  answer to that.

         12                 Stuart, do you know the answer to

         13  that?

         14                 MR. GOLDSTEIN: Engineering.

         15                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Engineering,

         16  okay. The Mayor has to actually recommend an

         17  engineer in order to comply with the law.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Well, this is

         19  a Mayoral recommendation as well.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: That's correct.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: All of these

         22  recommendations that come up are from the Mayor.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Right. There are

         24  three professionals and two public people.

         25                 But he is filling a public position
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          2  and the vacancy next is in engineering.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: How long has

          4  that vacancy been in existence, would anybody know?

          5  The other vacancy? Thank you very much.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: We are informed

          7  it is about six months and we are hopeful that the

          8  Mayor will take action on that pretty soon.

          9                 Any other questions? Okay, can we

         10  have a roll call.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Povman.

         12                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Aye. I find the

         13  candidate highly qualified for the public position

         14  for the Board of Standards and Appeals, and I vote

         15  wholeheartedly yes.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Spigner.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER SPIGNER: Mr. Chairman,

         18  may I be briefly excused to explain my vote?

         19                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Yes, Council

         20  Member Spigner.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER SPIGNER: While I have

         22  no questions as to the qualifications of fairness or

         23  objectivity of Mr. Caliendo, my problem with this

         24  vote is that the BSA is a very important body, it

         25  has the power to determine and vary the application
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          2  of the zoning resolution, meaning they can change a

          3  community from residential to manufacturing or some

          4  other less desirable use. That is a very, very

          5  important responsibility, very important

          6  responsibility resting with a body, and it's

          7  important that a body that has that kind of power be

          8  reflective of the diversity of New York City.

          9                 As presently constituted and being

         10  reinforced by the -- well, Mr. Joseph, who was

         11  African-American, has not been reappointed, and this

         12  appointment by Mr. Caliendo is one from the majority

         13  community, as in the current use of that term, it is

         14  important that this one existing vacancy after this

         15  one is filled be used to correct that imbalance. And

         16  if not for the fact that there exists an additional

         17  vacancy in addition to the one being filled by Mr.

         18  Caliendo, I would be quite honest with you, I would

         19  not be voting to approve Mr. Caliedo. Not only would

         20  I not be voting to approve him, I would be

         21  aggressively campaigning against the filling. And as

         22  I say, when I am sometimes hurting people, nothing

         23  personal. I have discussed this matter with the

         24  leadership of the Council, some members at this

         25  table, and the Speaker, and it is my clear
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          2  understanding that future appointments, particularly

          3  to the BSA, and others as well, will be put to the

          4  diversity test and we will do all that we can to

          5  ensure that these various bodies are reflective.

          6                 Unfortunately you are here today and

          7  you are the one that is being voted on, but it is

          8  just the way of the coincidence of the situation.

          9                 I will vote aye for you. I hope that

         10  you will be fair, if not your term will go around

         11  faster than you think and you will be back, and

         12  hopefully we will be here when you get back.

         13                 I vote aye, Mr. Chairman.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Berman.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER BERMAN: Can I be

         16  temporarily excused to explain my vote?

         17                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Yes, Council

         18  Member Berman.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER BERMAN: Thank you.

         20                 Sir, I was impressed with the resume

         21  and your motivation and background, and particularly

         22  impressed with the fact that our Office of Oversight

         23  and Investigations came up with a very benign

         24  report, so I wish you lots of luck on your career in

         25  government, and I am pleased to vote aye.
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          2                 MR. CALIENDO: Thank you.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Foster.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER FOSTER: I reluctantly

          5  vote aye. I don't think the speech made by Council

          6  Member Spigner is going to make any difference in

          7  the future, and I am reluctant to vote aye, not

          8  against you, but there are people in this community

          9  who are of European background and who are being

         10  ignored and even murdered.

         11                 Thank you.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Michels.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Mr. Chairman,

         14  may I be temporarily excused to explain my vote?

         15                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Council Member

         16  Michels.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Mr. Caliendo

         18  appears eminently qualified for the lay position, so

         19  any of my remarks are not directed against him in

         20  any respect, but having stated my position in

         21  previous hearings that we have had with respect to

         22  boards and recommendations in which boards lack the

         23  diversity in which we call for, and where there are

         24  no representatives, persons of color, I have great

         25  misgivings on situations like that, you should be
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          2  seeing to it that all of the boards have

          3  representatives that reflect the diversity of this

          4  City, and I voted my conscience on that.

          5                 The fact of the matter is that if it

          6  wasn't for the fact that there is another vacancy

          7  that exists, giving us that opportunity, and the

          8  fact that we have spoken, and those of us in the

          9  leadership of the Council believe, have very strong

         10  feelings about committing ourselves to the fact that

         11  there should be diversity, and that the next

         12  vacancy, and I will say right here right now, that

         13  if it is not a person of color, I will not vote to

         14  fill that vacancy.  And I really deeply regret that

         15  Mr. Caliendo was put into this situation of having

         16  replaced a person of color and put on a board where

         17  there is no person of color, so it causes a problem,

         18  and in my community I know that this is going to

         19  cause problems. I still think that we should not

         20  hold Mr. Caliendo responsible for the situation he

         21  finds himself in, and since there is an ability to

         22  be able to remedy the situation in the near future,

         23  I will say the foreseeable near future, I will vote

         24  aye.

         25                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Well, if you
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          2  notice, the Mayor has representatives present, I am

          3  sure they will carry the message and the feelings of

          4  the Council members.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: I think the

          6  message should be loud and clear from all of us, all

          7  of the members of the leadership, that we wish to

          8  see to it that the boards of this City are

          9  reflective of the diversity of this City.

         10                 Thank you.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Eisland.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER EISLAND: May I be

         13  temporarily excused to explain my vote?

         14                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Council Member

         15  Eisland.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER EISLAND: I am pleased

         17  to have the opportunity to vote for Mr. Caliendo

         18  today. I think that he is qualified for this

         19  position. I am convinced that he will be the kind of

         20  liaison that is appropriate and that we will hear

         21  from him on matters that affect our district.

         22                 I do want to welcome him and I also

         23  want to make it clear on the record so the record is

         24  accurate. One of the members mentioned that the

         25  previous appointee, who is Cecil Joseph, who is a
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          2  constituent of mine, was not reappointed. That is

          3  not exactly accurate. It is my understanding, not

          4  only from the record, but from Mr. Joseph himself

          5  that he resigned his position in November, so the

          6  Mayor would not have had the opportunity to

          7  reappoint Mr. Joseph. So, I think that we are very

          8  fortunate to have Mr. Caliendo here and willing to

          9  serve and I will enthusiastically support him.

         10                 I do want to say that the BSA is a

         11  very important Board that has to make decisions in

         12  every neighborhood throughout the City, and I do

         13  share the concern that there should be diversity on

         14  the BSA and I would certainly hope that in our

         15  coming deliberations for future openings that are

         16  with us right now, that the Mayor would take that

         17  very strong suggestion I think from everybody here

         18  on the Committee, that we have diversity on the BSA.

         19                 That having been said, I

         20  enthusiastically vote aye.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Ognibene.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER OGNIBENE: I vote aye.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: By a vote of

         24  eight in the affirmative, none in the negative with

         25  no abstentions, the item is adopted.
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          2                 Please sign the report.

          3                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: All right, that

          4  concludes the business of the Rules Committee today.

          5  Thank you.
