A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the New York City Police Department to report on arrests of individuals under eighteen years of age
Submitted by:
Council Member Hanks

Justification:
Arrests of individuals under eighteen years of age carry significant legal, educational, and long-term consequences and warrant careful oversight and transparency. Currently, limited public reporting exists regarding the circumstances, demographics, and locations of youth arrests, restricting the ability of policymakers and the public to assess trends, disparities, and potential impacts on young people.
By requiring the New York City Police Department to publish detailed annual reports on arrests of minors, this bill promotes transparency, supports informed policymaking, strengthens oversight, and helps ensure that youth interactions with the criminal justice system are monitored fairly and appropriately.
