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          1  COMMITTEE ON WOMEN'S ISSUES

          2                 CHAIRPERSON BOYLAND: We will take a

          3  voice vote on two pieces of legislation.

          4                 First, Resolution 518, recognizing

          5  October 2002 as Domestic Violence Awareness Month in

          6  the City of New York. This resolution focuses

          7  attention on the continuing problem of domestic

          8  violence. As you may know, statistics show that

          9  around 6 million women are assaulted by male

         10  partners nationally, and though the overall crime

         11  rate in our City is dropping, although the overall

         12  crime rate in our City is dropping, the rate of

         13  domestic violence homicide is not.

         14                 Secondly, on a more positive note,

         15  Resolution Number 494 recognizing the 30th

         16  anniversary of Title 9. Title 9 was signed into law

         17  of the summer of 1972. It prohibits sexual

         18  discrimination and any educational or athletic

         19  program that receives federal funding.

         20                 It has opened the way for a

         21  tremendous number of women to participate in sports.

         22  It has also given women a way to earn healthier

         23  lifestyles and develop greater discipline of higher

         24  self-esteem.

         25                 Resolution 494 celebrates young women
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          2  and the impact Title 9 has on the lives of women and

          3  indeed our society for over the last 30 years.

          4                 So, today we are asking that we are

          5  able to vote on these two resolutions, which is

          6  Resolution 518 recognizing 2002 as Domestic Violence

          7  Awareness Month, October in the City of New York;

          8  and Title 9, which is Resolution 494.

          9                 May we vote? Let's do a roll call.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Boyland.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON BOYLAND: Aye on

         12  Resolution 518; and aye on Resolution 494.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK: Moskowitz.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER MOSKOWITZ: Aye.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK: Baez.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER BAEZ: Aye on both.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: Barron.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Aye on both.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: Sanders.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER SANDERS: Aye on both.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: As of now the vote

         22  stands at five in the affirmative, zero in the

         23  negative and no abstentions. The vote will remain

         24  open. Council Members, please sign the Committee

         25  report.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON BOYLAND: Thank you,

          3  colleagues. And we will move forward in our battle

          4  against domestic violence, and also on Title 9,

          5  which is women in sports.
