IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

 
IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council anticipates that implementation of this legislation would require the FDNY to expand annual medical testing to include PFAS and thyroid screenings for approximately 15,000 Department personnel. Adding these two tests to the existing complement of annual bloodwork would cost $300 per member for PFAS testing and $35 per member for thyroid testing, resulting in an annual expenditure of approximately $5,000,000. Due to this legislation being enacted 120 days after becoming law, it is assumed that FDNY would only be able to complete 2,500 PFAS and thyroid tests for the remainder of Fiscal 2026. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate
