	AN ACT in relation to authorizing the city of New York to discontinue certain parkland in the borough of Queens




I. BACKGROUND
On May 19, 2026, the Committee on Governmental Operations, State and Federal Legislation, chaired by Council Member Gale Brewer, held a vote on Preconsidered SLR 19, State Legislation Resolution requesting the New York State Legislature to pass bills introduced by Senator Sanders, S.9987B, and Assembly Member Pheffer Amato, A.10866C, “AN ACT in relation to authorizing the city of New York to discontinue certain parkland in the borough of Queens.” Preconsidered SLR 19 passed with 5 votes in the affirmative, 0 vote in the negative, and 0 abstentions.
II. PROPOSED LEGISLATION
The proposed legislation would authorize the alienation of 950 square feet of parkland located adjacent to the Beach 105th Street subway station in Far Rockaway, Queens. The City will convey this alienated parkland to the MTA.  To comply with a federal grant, the MTA built a back-up signal tower for the A line pursuant to a license with the NYC Department of Parks and Recreation. This legislation would allow for the permanent conveyance of the land that the signal tower is located on to the MTA. The conveyance would be subject to the terms and conditions set by the City and would not be subject to ULURP.
III. FISCAL IMPLICATIONS
