There are homeowners in our district that have faced issues with squatters in their home. These are concerns because the squatters pose dangers to people in the community. There was a case in Dyker Heights where a squatter burned down the home when the homeowner was away and was not charged for the crime. 
We need to get the support of the city and city agencies such as the NYPD and HPD to report squatter cases. There should be public data for the reports and casework that follows it. Additionally, we have to support the families and small homeowners that need to face these issues and help them tackle the problem.
