SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 420-A would require the Department of Correction (Department) to establish a child visitor program for the purpose of improving the experience of child visitors of Department facilities and would require annual reporting on the status of the program. The bill would also require the Department to conduct a study and publish a report on the feasibility of implementing tele-visits on weekend days without reducing the number of hours for in-person visits on weekend days.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation, as DOC would use existing resources to fulfill the requirements of this legislation. DOC has a 13 percent civilian vacancy rate and funding for unfilled positions could be utilized to support any additional Personal Services (PS) and Other than Personal Services (OTPS) requirements. There could be a cost associated with outfitting spaces to make them more child-friendly, but that cost cannot be determined at this time. OMB’s estimate also assumes the cost of outfitting space but assumes that there could be additional PS costs to staff the spaces. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is not consistent with the Council’s estimate.
