Title:
A Local Law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York, in relation to the displaying of the POW/MIA flag.

Summary of Legislation: The proposed legislation amends the Administrative Code of the City of New York in relation to displaying the Prisoner of War/Missing in Action (POW/MIA) flag. This law would require the Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) to phase in over three years the flying of the POW/MIA flag over all public property within DPR’s jurisdiction whenever the American flag is flown.  Pursuant to the legislation, DPR shall submit annual reports to the Council Speaker and Minority Leader detailing which parks are, and the percentage of the total parks that are, flying the POW/MIA flag.

Effective Date: Pursuant to the schedule set forth in the legislation, within 60 days of this law’s enactment, DPR shall fly the POW/MIA flag in all memorial parks and enough other parks to ensure that the POW/MIA flag is flying in at least 25 percent of the City’s parks that fall within the ambit of this legislation.  The legislation gives DPR the discretion to phase in over three years the flying of the POW/MIA flag in the remainder of the parks that, pursuant to the legislation, must fly the flag.

Impact on Revenues:  There would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation.

Impact on Expenditures:  When fully implemented, this legislation will result in the expense of $45,000 each year to purchase three POW/MIA flags for each of the estimated 800 flagpoles in parks citywide under DPR’s jurisdiction (anticipated wear and tear requires that flags ordinarily be replaced three times a year).  However, within the first 60 days of the legislation’s enactment, DPR need only fly the POW/MIA flags on 25 percent of the DPR flagpoles that fall within the ambit of the law.  The required expense therefore would be 25 percent of the $45,000 ultimate annual total ($11,250).  Inasmuch as DPR has the discretion to phase in the flying of the POW/MIA flags on the remaining flagpoles over the course of the time provided for in the law, the annual cost for Fiscal 2004 cannot be forecasted to exceed the initial expense of $11,250.
