          2                 CHAIRPERSON WARDEN: Good morning,

          3  this is the Committee on Fire and Criminal Justice

          4  Services. I am Council Member Lawrence Warden,

          5  Chairman. I am joined by Committee Members Victor

          6  Robles, James Oddo and Stanley Michels.

          7                 We are here today to consider the

          8  Mayor's veto of Introduction No. 640 and 641. Both

          9  of those bills would grant uniformed status for

         10  collective bargaining purposes to EMTs, supervisors,

         11  and the dispatchers. We will be taking two votes on

         12  each bill. One vote will be to receive the Mayor's

         13  veto message, and the second bill is -- the second

         14  vote is whether or not to override the veto.

         15                 Are there any comments that Committee

         16  members would like to make prior to my calling for a

         17  vote?

         18                 For the record, the Mayor's veto

         19  message M-1087-2001, corresponds to Introduction

         20  640. We will deal with that one first.

         21                 Shall the Committee receive the

         22  Mayor's veto message? Will the clerk please call the

         23  roll. This is for Introduction 640, and the Chairman

         24  recommends an aye vote.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Warden.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON WARDEN: Aye.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Michels.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Aye.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Warden.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON WARDEN: Aye.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Michels.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Aye.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Robles.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER ROBLES: Aye.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Oddo.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Yes.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: By a vote of

         25  four in the affirmative, none in the negative, no
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          2  abstentions, the item is readopted.

          3                 CHAIRPERSON WARDEN: We will now

          4  proceed to the Mayor's veto message on Introduction

          5  640. The message is M-1088-2001. Shall the Committee

          6  receive the Mayor's veto message? The Chairman

          7  recommends an aye vote.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Warden.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER WARDEN: Aye.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Michels.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Aye.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Robles.

         13                 CHAIRPERSON WARDEN: Okay, we will

         14  hold for a minute, Council Member Robles had to step

         15  out.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER ROBLES: Aye.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Oddo.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Aye.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: By a vote of

         21  four in the affirmative, none in the negative and no

         22  abstentions, the item is received and filed.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON WARDEN: Council Member

         24  Eldridge.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Eldridge.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER ELDRIDGE: Yes.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: By a vote of

          4  five in the affirmative, none in the negative, no

          5  abstentions, the item is received and filed.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON WARDEN: Introduction No.

          7  641 passed the objections of the Mayor

          8  notwithstanding, the Chairman recommends an aye

          9  vote.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Warden.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON WARDEN: Aye.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Michels.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Aye.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Robles.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER ROBLES: Aye.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Eldridge.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER ELDRIDGE: Yes.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Oddo.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Yes.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: By a vote of

         21  five in the affirmative, none in the negative, with

         22  no abstentions, the item is readopted.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON WARDEN: We will leave the

         24  record open for other members who will be calling,

         25  however, for Council Member Eldridge, shall the
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          2  Committee receive the Mayor's veto message on

          3  responding to Introduction 640.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER ELDRIDGE: Aye.

          5                 CHAIRPERSON WARDEN: And shall

          6  Introduction Number 640 pass the objections of the

          7  Mayor notwithstanding.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER ELDRIDGE: Yes.

          9                 CHAIRPERSON WARDEN: Thank you.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: The vote now

         11  stands at five in the affirmative, none in the

         12  negative, with no abstentions.

         13                 CHAIRPERSON WARDEN: Thank you very

         14  much. The Committee is adjourned.
