	TITLE: A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to education and outreach regarding childhood lead poisoning prevention.

[bookmark: _GoBack]SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Intro. 881 would require the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) to establish and implement an education and outreach program to increase awareness of childhood lead poisoning prevention. The proposed legislation would require such a program to include linguistically and culturally competent education and outreach tailored to limited English proficient individuals and specific immigrant populations. Accordingly, the proposed legislation would require the program to include language assistance tools, education materials, community outreach, and advertisements in multiple languages in subway trains, buses, and other public transportation. The bill would also require DOHMH to submit to the Mayor and Speaker of the Council, and post on DOHMH’s website, an annual report on the implementation and efficacy of the program.

EFFECTIVE DATE: This local law would take effect 90 days after being law. DOHMH would be required to submit the annual report on the implementation and efficacy of the program no later than December 31, 2019, and no later than every December 31 thereafter, while ensuring that sure reports remain permanently accessible on the agency’s website.
