Title:

A Local Law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York in relation to extending the term of a plumbing or fire suppression piping contractor license and the renewal period to two years, requiring continuing education for a licensed master plumber and licensed fire suppression piping contractor to renew their license, expanding the scope of minor plumbing work that may be performed by unlicensed individuals and changing certain permitting practices.

Summary of Legislation:
 This bill modifies the Administrative Code with regards to the licensing of master plumbers and fire suppression piping contractors, clarifies the definition of what type of plumbing work must be performed by a licensed master plumber and what type of work may be performed by non-licensed personnel, defines the circumstances under which plumbing work may proceed with an alteration and repair slip rather than a plumbing permit, and exempts certain types of work from inspection and testing requirements and allows the Commissioner of the Department of Buildings to promulgate rules authorizing such exemptions.  The licensing provisions of the bill extend the renewal period for a plumbing license and fire suppression piping contractor license from one year to two years and impose continuing education requirements upon every licensed master plumber and fire suppression piping contractor in order for licenses to be renewed.  

Effective Date:
Immediately after enactment into law except for those provisions pertaining to continuing education for licensed plumbers, which would become effective one year from enactment.

Impact on Revenues: None.  This bill adjusts plumbing and fire suppression piping contractor license and renewal license fees to insure no revenue loss from extending the license renewal period from one to two years.  Fees for both alteration and repair slips and plumbing permits are based on the cost of work; therefore, the provisions of this bill allowing work to proceed with an alteration and repair slip rather than a permit are also revenue neutral.
