Justification:
Illegal truck parking has been a persistent problem, particularly in the outer-boroughs, to the frustration of New York City residents. Illegally parked trucks often block parking multiple spaces in residential areas and they contribute to unsafe conditions in the road by blocking street lighting, road signs, and limiting visibility on turns. Illegal truck parking has also become associated with illicit activities due to them blocking sidewalk views. Giving the New York City Police Department (NYPD) the tools to address illegal truck parking will create safer streets for all residents. Additionally, this legislation will create alternative parking options for our city’s truckers who are vital to the city’s economy and have been neglected through the lack of parking infrastructure.
