No. 1149-A would require the Department of Transportation (DOT) and third-party operators of contracted ferry terminals to provide written information regarding ferry schedules, fares, and tickets at each ferry terminal in any designated citywide language that constitutes the primary language of at least 10 percent of the population in the census tract in which such terminal is located. The department or third-party operator would also have discretion to provide information in any other language it deems appropriate.
