         19                 I will let Michael toot his own horn

         20  because he is very good at doing that, since we had

         21  the same formal training coming from high school

         22  together, but he is a wonderful person in terms of

         23  what he has overcome himself and what put him to the

         24  point where he is right now and how he got here.

         25                 So, Michael Washington, my friend, we
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          2  commend you with a plaque, the proclamation that

          3  they are going to read.

          4                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Michael, we are

          5  going to read your proclamation into the record,

          6  which becomes part of the history of the City of New

          7  York, which goes right back to 1625.

          8                 Mr. Clerk, please.

          9                 CITY CLERK CUEVAS: The Council, City

         10  of New York, Proclamation.

         11                 Whereas; the Council of the City of

         12  New York is pleased and proud to honor Michael

         13  Washington, founder of One Blood, an outstanding

         14  advocacy program dedicated to improving and

         15  expanding cancer prevention, treatment and early

         16  detection in the black and Latino community; and

         17                 Whereas; in 1988, when Michael

         18  Washington was diagnosed with multiple myoma while

         19  serving the United States Air Force, the role he was

         20  to play in life was suddenly changed; and

         21                 Whereas; his dreams of becoming a

         22  pilot had to be aside. Mr. Washington decided that

         23  his best response to his own changing world would be

         24  to help change the world himself; and

         25                 Whereas; in March 1999, Michael
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          2  Washington was hired by the New York Blood Center,

          3  Brooklyn, Staten Island Division, as manager of

          4  Community Relations and volunteer services, he and

          5  his beloved wife Deborah, his college sweetheart,

          6  live in Forest Hills, Queens;

          7                 Now, therefore, let it be known, that

          8  the Council of the City of New York honors Michael

          9  Washington for his outstanding contribution to the

         10  community.

         11                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Michael, we are

         12  pleased and proud and honored to give you this, and

         13  turn around so we can get a full photograph with

         14  this young, beautiful woman.

         15                 Why don't you, Michael, identify

         16  yourself for the record, and identify this beautiful

         17  young lady that is with you.

         18                 MR. WASHINGTON: I am Michael

         19  Washington, the Founder and Director of the One

         20  Blood Foundation and the young lady here is the

         21  reason why we are here today, and this is Denise

         22  Murphy, and she has aplastic anemia, a rare blood

         23  disorder, and she is in need of a bone marrow

         24  transplant. We have been doing blood drives

         25  throughout New York City to try to find her a
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          2  life-saving transplant, and we hope that everyone

          3  here has registered for the marrow program. And if

          4  they haven't, please see me and find out how they

          5  can register for the bone marrow program.

          6                 Incidently, I was just told that Mr.

          7  Vallone's wife is a donor of marrow twice, and so

          8  she can tell you about the process and that it is

          9  something that is vitally important to our

         10  community, large and small.

         11                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Thank you. And would

         12  you like to say something?

         13                 MS. MURPHY: I want to get better,

         14  because I want to go to school, and find someone to

         15  get tissue type for me, they have to tissue type

         16  them, and to finally get a match for me to help me

         17  get better, because I can't go to school today, I

         18  have to get better first.

         19                 SPEAKER VALLONE: You have all of our

         20  prayers with you. And somebody out there has marrow

         21  that is going to make you better. And since you can

         22  talk so well, you are going to be speaking here some

         23  day, I just know it, because you are bound to speak,

         24  and you are terrific.

         12  that part of the Council's initiatives were to fund

         13  these kind of research projects here in New York

         14  City, and I want to thank specifically Council

         15  Member Robles, who led the fight, and Council Member

         16  Berman, to make sure that we had this kind of

         17  research.

         18                 And also Robert Mondell of Columbia

         19  University, winner of the 1999 Nobel Prize for

         20  Economics, for his analysis of exchange rates and

         21  how they effect monetary policy.

         22                 Both Dr. Gunther Lobel and Robert

         23  Mondell of Columbia, have done their institutions

         24  and this City proud. On behalf of the Council of the

         25  City of New York, I would like to thank them for
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          2  their contribution to our City and research

          3  institutions.

          4                 That being said, on a sadder note,

          5  one in the area of music, Milt Jackson, one of the

          6  great musicians of all times, died this week,

          7  October 9th, in St. Lukes Roosevelt Hospital at the

          8  age of 76. I would like the record to reflect not

         11  that, stands in mourning for himself, and sends our

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK STARK: Intro. 291-A. An

         11  amended local law in relation to family childcare

         12  services.

         13                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Laid over again.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK STARK: Resolution

         15  appointing various persons Commissioner of Deeds.

         16                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Coupled.

         17                 Mr. Public Advocate, as part of the

         18  Speaker's time, before we actually have a roll call,

         19  I neglected to call upon two of our Council members

         20  to make a report to the house.

         21                 First, Council Member Victor Robles,

         22  on the Vieques Resolution.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER ROBLES: Thank you, Mr.

         24  Speaker, my colleagues. Once again I rise, being

         25  proud to be a member of this body. I also want to
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          2  take the opportunity to personally thank Peter

          3  Vallone, our Speaker.

          4                 One of the things, and I guess the

          5  advantage that I have since I came here in 1985 in

          6  January, is that the first, not Speaker, but the

          7  vice chair and Majority Whip of the Council was the

          8  late Tom Cue, and I must tell you, ever since

          9  Speaker Vallone became the Speaker, this Council has

         10  changed from what used to be called the rubber stamp

         11  council to the legislative body.

         12                 Today on the calendar, as you know,

         13  we will be voting upon Resolution 945-A, and the

         14  accompanying report. Council Member Lopez introduced

         15  a resolution about the U.S. Navy to vacate its

         16  training facility on a Puerto Rican island, or the

         17  Island of Vieques in Puerto Rico.  The Speaker

         18  knowing, like always, the issue of what it meant to

         19  the people of New York City, especially the large

         20  population of Puerto Ricans who may have come from

         21  Puerto Rico like I did when I was first born, and

         22  settled in Brooklyn, and yet our parents came here

         23  seeking their hopes and dreams, as we have all done

         24  as immigrants.

         25                 Speaker Vallone put together a
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          2  delegation of Council members, eight of us, and

          3  directed me as the Majority Whip to lead the

          4  delegation to personally get firsthand information

          5  and visit, not only the Island of Vieques, we will

          6  call it, as the municipality of Vieques in Puerto

          7  Rico, but we were fortunate to visit other parts of

          8  the mainland, meet with public officials like the

          9  Acting Governor of Puerto Rico who is the Secretary

         10  of State. We were received by the Mayor of San Juan

         11  Puerto Rico, we were received by the Mayor of

         12  Carolina, we were received by the Mayor of Fajardo,

         13  Puerto Rico where I was born, we were received and

         14  hosted by the Mayor of Vieques, and we had public

         15  hearings there in the Island of Vieques, Island

         16  Under Siege.

         17                 I think the point that I want to make

         18  is, this is not a resolution in any way being

         19  anti-American. This is not a resolution throwing up

         20  in the air that we are not proud to be Americans.

         21                 Many of us have served this country

         22  loyally and faithfully. Many of us chose to serve

         23  this country and not flee this country whenever

         24  called upon.

         25                 We, in the Island of Vieques, are
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          2  American citizens, and we are entitled to the same

          3  protection under the constitution. So, I want to

          4  thank the Speaker, I want to thank the Chairman of

          5  the Parks and Recreation, Council Member Wendell

          6  Foster, who began the process beginning the hearing

          7  here, and allowing this delegation with the

          8  Speaker's consent to go to Vieques and have it

          9  there.

         10                 So, Mr. Speaker, my colleagues,

         11  especially those who came with me, today, after 15

         12  years, is a proud day as a member of this body.

         13  There are those who would say that we have no

         14  business getting involved in foreign policies.

         15                 Well, I must tell you that the people

         16  I represent, when they elected me to the City

         17  Council, they don't know the difference, whether it

         18  is foreign, state or municipal, all they know is

         19  that I was elected to be there representative.

         20                 Today the nine of us, and those of

         21  you in this Chamber, as the people's government,

         22  will be voting upon this resolution. I want to thank

         23  you, and I want to be clear. This is not about being

         24  anti-American. This is about saying the government

         25  of the people, by the people and for the people, and
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          2  the people of Vieques are American citizens and they

          3  have the right to be respected and protected under

          4  the same constitution. And it is not the first time

          5  that we have changed the training similarly from

          6  other islands like off Hawaii, and when they became

          7  a state, the U.S. Senator there, who was a veteran,

          8  wisely used his legislative power and his budgetary

          9  power and threatened to hold up the budget, and low

         10  and behold, all of a sudden we found another island,

         11  because what the constitution guaranteed us, those

         12  of us who were elected used that power and that is

         13  what we are doing today.

         14                 So, Mr. Speaker, thank you for

         15  allowing me as your Majority Whip to lead the

         16  delegation.

         17                 I thank my colleagues, and I must say

         18  that, especially I have to single out Bill Perkins,

         19  simply because sometimes you want to know about an

         20  issue, you have got to go there for yourself and see

         21  for yourself and read about it. Sometimes it is

         22  distorted in the media, and Bill, I repeat, the

         23  greatest joy I got, because when I introduced you,

         24  and everyone thought that you would speak English,

         25  you stood up and every word that you espoused was in
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          2  Spanish, and I want you to know the people of Puerto

          3  Rico and the people of Vieques love you for that,

          4  because truly you showed us what the beauty of

          5  America is all about, that we are all God's children

          6  under this constitution.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: (In Spanish).

          8                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: The Speaker

          9  had asked for someone else to speak in his time?

         10                 SPEAKER VALLONE: I will ask Council

         11  Member Leffler, who worked very hard on the trigger

         12  lock bill, to explain exactly what we are doing in

         13  amending the existing law.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER LEFFLER: Okay. Thank

         15  you very much, Mr. Speaker.

         16                 Ladies and gentlemen, my colleagues,

         17  today we have before us Intro. 633. You will recall

         18  that in April 1998, last year, the Council passed

         19  Local Law 21, which basically is designed to reduce

         20  accidental shootings by making it unlawful for any

         21  person of business to sell, transfer or deliver any

         22  pistol or revolver without a safety locking device.

         23                 I developed that measure after simply

         24  reading a New York Times article dated July 6th

         25  which reported that Maryland's two most popular
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          2  counties, followed Connecticut, Massachusetts,

          3  Chicago, San Francisco, and other California

          4  municipalities in enacting safety locking device

          5  measures.

          6                 When we passed Local Law 21 and it

          7  was enacted, we recognized at the time that we had

          8  not resolved all questions. There were some

          9  questions that were left open. I then introduced

         10  Intro. 320. Counsel to the Committee Richard Dachs,

         11  may he rest in peace, raised some good questions, as

         12  to whether a locality had the power to deal with the

         13  system that is set up under state law regulating the

         14  licensing of pistols and revolvers, i.e., if you had

         15  a gun lawfully before our Local Law 21 went into

         16  effect, when your authorization expired and you had

         17  to renew your pistol license, did you then have to

         18  have a safety locking device? And there were other

         19  issues as well.

         20                 Corporation Counsel gave us an

         21  opinion in the spring of 1999 that we could proceed,

         22  that this did not contravene the state law involved

         23  and a locality was not preempted by the state law

         24  from acting in this area.

         25                 Our counsel, Ted Becker and Mary
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          2  Mastrapaolo, also came to the conclusion that we

          3  could act in this area.

          4                 Accordingly, you have before you 633,

          5  what does it do? It expands the weapons to which

          6  safety locking devices are applicable, i.e., not

          7  just pistols and revolvers, but rifles, shotguns,

          8  assault weapons will also be covered.

          9                 In addition, when you seek a

         10  reauthorization, if you are a merchant or other

         11  person of your license to have a weapon, you then

         12  will have to have safety locking devices on your

         13  weapon.

         14                 In addition, any person who stores a

         15  weapon has to have under this Intro. 633, safety

         16  locking devices.

         17                 The bill also immunizes New York City

         18  from liability, due to the use or misuse of a safety

         19  locking device. Although that to me seems like a

         20  great deal of lawyerly caution, would New York City

         21  be liable anyway? Well, in any case, we have taken

         22  care of it to specifically say New York City will

         23  not be liable.

         24                 Now, a substantially similar bill to

         25  Intro. 633 has been placed on the Charter referendum
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          2  for this November 2nd. I asked our Counsel, Ted

          3  Becker, to parse through the two bills and he

          4  reported that the two are essentially the same. This

          5  bill, however, the Corporation Counsel, among

          6  others, advise is within the Council's jurisdiction,

          7  and the presence of the measure on the Charter

          8  referendum for November doesn't prevent us from

          9  doing our legislative duty. In fact, it simply shows

         10  that we have the power to enact legislation, and

         11  this is the specific example, even though some

         12  essentially similar measure have been put on the

         13  ballot for November which shows that they are

         14  therefore moot.

         15                 I urge my colleagues for the reasons

         16  I mentioned to support Intro. 633. I think it

         17  strengthens the law in the area with respect to gun

         18  protective devices and will prevent hopefully some

         19  accidental shooting. Even one would make this

         20  worthwhile.

         21                 Thank you.

         22                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

         23  Council Member Leffler.

         24                 Seeing no one else to speak during

         25  the Speaker's time --
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER LASHER: Mr. Speaker.

          3                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Council Member

          4  Lasher wishes to be recognized.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER LASHER: For those of

          6  you who don't already know, I thought I had done a

          7  pretty good job of letting everybody know, that this

          8  past weekend my son was bar mitzvah'd for his 13th

          9  birthday and downstairs in the Red Room, his name is

         10  David, David Lasher, and downstairs in the Red Room

         11  everybody is invited to partake in the cake, it is a

         12  huge cake and there should be enough for everybody,

         13  staff and everybody else, and we hope that you will

         14  enjoy and you will come with us and celebrate with

         15  us through the eating of the cake.

         16                 Thank you. And thank you for all of

         17  your good wishes.

         18                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

         19  Council Member Lasher.

         20                 SPEAKER VALLONE: One more, which is

         21  not pleasant one.

         22                 As you know, the work on City Hall

         23  Park has been completed this week, and while we had

         24  hoped that the entire park would be open, since at

         25  our suggestion security was placed at the gates, for
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          2  whatever reason the Mayor has decided not to do it.

          3  So, for those of you who have been asking me, we

          4  will pursue the original legislation that led to the

          5  compromise. Anyone who wants to be a co-sponsor on

          6  the bill which we intend to reopen both gates so

          7  that there is full access to the full park in front

          8  of City Hall, that bill we will proceed with at the

          9  next meeting.

         10                 In the meanwhile, one of our

         11  employees who now has to park across the street,

         12  together with all of the other employees, was struck

         13  by a car this morning, Kevin Wardali, who is now in,

         14  not a life-threatening but serious condition at the

         15  Beekman Downtown Hospital.

         16                 So, I want to urge all of my

         17  colleagues, those who are using the streets to come

         18  here, be very careful, and at the same time I ask

         19  you to remember in your prayers Kevin Wardali for a

         20  swift recovery from the automobile accident that

         21  occurred this morning.

         22                 Thank you very much. May we proceed

         23  with the roll call.

         24                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you, Mr.

         25  Speaker.
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          2                 And Councilman Lasher, on behalf of

          3  all of your colleagues, an official mozeltov for

          4  your young David. Congratulations.

          5                 At this time will the clerk please

          6  call the roll on all coupled general orders?

          7                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Abel.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER ABEL: I vote no on LU

          9  523 and companion resolution 1022, aye on all

         10  others.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Berman.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER BERMAN: Yes.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Boyland.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER BOYLAND: Aye on all.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Carrion.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER CARRION: Aye on all.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Cruz.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER CRUZ: Aye on all.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Dear.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER DEAR: Yes.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: DiBrienza.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER DiBRIENZA: I would

         23  like to vote aye on all, and unless there is an

         24  objection I would like to be recorded in the

         25  affirmative on any Land Use Call-Ups which may have
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          2  existed.

          3                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Any objection?

          4  So ordered. Is there any objection to Council Member

          5  Dear or DiBrienza? Hearing none to either, so

          6  ordered.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER DEAR: Aye. Thank you.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Dilan.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER MALAVE-DILAN: I vote

         10  yes on all, and I am especially proud to vote on

         11  Resolution 945-A and once again, I would like to

         12  thank Speaker Peter Vallone and Council Member

         13  Victor Robles and Margarita Lopez for their

         14  leadership on the Vieques issue.

         15                 Thank you very much.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Eisland.

         17                 (No response.)

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Eldridge.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER ELDRIDGE: Yes.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Espada.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER ESPADA: May I be

         22  excused to explain my vote?

         23                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Yes, Council

         24  Member Espada.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER ESPADA: On 945, on
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          2  Reso 945-A, I would just like to again commend and

          3  thank our Speaker of the City Council and the

          4  leadership of the Council for taking this position,

          5  and for moving so very diligently for the people of

          6  Vieques so that we can be able to do this wonderful

          7  report, and I must commend the folks that put this

          8  together, because it really is very concise and

          9  addresses all of the issues and I hope that today we

         10  send a very, very clear message to the President of

         11  the United States of America that we in the City of

         12  New York are unified on the issue of Vieques, that

         13  we will not be satisfied until we see a free

         14  Vieques, that while we are assisting and

         15  participating in making treaties with other

         16  countries, we need to perhaps look at making a

         17  treaty with some of our own citizens in Vieques,

         18  Puerto Rico. As the saying in Puerto Rico is (in

         19  Spanish).

         20                 Yes on all. Thank you.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Fiala.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER FIALA: No on LU 523

         23  and companion reso 1022, aye on all others.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Fisher.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER FISHER: Yes.
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Foster.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER FOSTER: Pass.

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Freed.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER FREED: Aye on all, and

          6  I would also like to be recorded in the affirmative

          7  on all Land Use Call-Ups, assuming there are no

          8  objections.

          9                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Any

         10  objections? So ordered.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Golden.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER GOLDEN: I vote no on

         13  945-A, companion M653 and aye on all others.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Harrison.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER HARRISON: Yes.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Henry.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER HENRY: Aye on all.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Koslowitz.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOSLOWITZ: Aye on all.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Lasher.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER LASHER: Aye on all.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Leffler.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER LEFFLER: Yes, I vote

         24  no on Resolution 945-A and no on Land Use 523 and

         25  Resolution 1022, and yes on all others.
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Linares.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER LINARES: May I be

          4  excused to explain my vote?

          5                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: So ordered.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER LINARES: I would like

          7  to also echo the remarks of some of my colleagues

          8  with regards to resolution 545-A. I proudly formed

          9  part of the delegation that went to Vieques, Puerto

         10  Rico, and I want to publicly acknowledge the

         11  leadership of the Speaker Peter Vallone, and also

         12  acknowledge that initiative that Margarita Lopez

         13  took in helping organize this trip and the

         14  leadership of Victor Robles, heading the delegation.

         15                 It was very clear, after listening in

         16  a hearing to the people of Vieques, that it is truly

         17  an Island under fire, not for a few months that was

         18  the case, when I left the Dominican Republic there

         19  were 42,000 Marines in the Dominican Republic

         20  occupying the country, but for 60 years the people

         21  of Vieques have been under fire, and the time has

         22  come for the President of the United States and all

         23  of the citizens as Americans for us to call on our

         24  presidents, to stop this tragedy on the people of

         25  Vieques. The impact on the health and the
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          2  environment of the island is just something that

          3  tears anybody's heart. It is a human tragedy, as I

          4  called it during the hearing.

          5                 So, I believe that the hearing and

          6  the documentation that we brought from Puerto Rico,

          7  the report that was pulled together on behalf of all

          8  New Yorkers, should be a strong message for the

          9  president to once and for all stop the hemorrhaging

         10  that has been taking place of the people of Vieques

         11  and also the Island of Vieques.

         12                 Having said that, I vote aye on all.

         13  Thank you very much.

         14                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Lopez.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER LOPEZ: Yes on all.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Marshall.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARSHALL: May I be

         19  excused to explain my vote?

         20                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Certainly.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARSHALL: I would like

         22  to join with my colleagues in congratulating

         23  Councilperson Margarita Lopez and Victor Robles, and

         24  to our speaker for the wonderful work that was done

         25  in the trip to Vieques.
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          2                 There is a saying in the Bible, if

          3  you do harm to any of my people, you do harm to all

          4  of them. And clearly we are doing harm there and

          5  that needs to cease.

          6                 I would like to also be voted

          7  positive in the Land Use Call-Ups and I vote aye on

          8  all general coupled orders. Thank you.

          9                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: McCaffrey.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER McCAFFREY: Aye.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Michels.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: May I be

         13  temporarily excused to explain my vote?

         14                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: So ordered.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: I want to pay

         16  a compliment to my colleagues who went to the island

         17  of Vieques, prepared the report, and have stood

         18  strong on that issue, and I think it is extremely

         19  important and also I am very hopeful and supportive

         20  of the gun lock law, which I think is an important

         21  piece of legislation.

         22                 Now, I have to make sure it is in

         23  force. I therefore vote aye on all coupled general

         24  orders.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Miller.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER MILLER: I would like

          3  to request unanimous consent in being recorded in

          4  the affirmative on the Land Use Call-Ups.

          5                 Mr. Public Advocate, I would like to

          6  request unanimous consent to be recorded in the

          7  affirmative on the Land Use Call-Ups.

          8                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Any

          9  objections? Please.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER MILLER: Thank you.

         11                 I would also like to be recorded aye

         12  on all general orders. Thank you.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Nelson.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER NELSON: Aye on all.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: O'Donovan.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER O'DONOVAN: Aye.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Perkins.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: I would like

         19  to take a moment to explain my vote.

         20                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: So ordered.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: I just want

         22  to join my colleagues in expressing appreciation to

         23  Councilman Robles and Margarita Lopez and to the

         24  Speaker for the opportunity to investigate the

         25  situation in Vieques, Puerto Rico. Obviously I am
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          2  very pleased with the report and the work that was

          3  done, but I think what pleases me more than anything

          4  else, above and beyond this report and the

          5  recommendations that will be sent to the president,

          6  is once again the type of leadership that this

          7  particular body can represent, the kind of voice

          8  that it can provide to our constituents and to this

          9  City that more and more we see, is becoming more and

         10  more important and vital to the well-being of the

         11  people in this City to all communities in the City,

         12  and so, again, I want to particularly commend the

         13  Speaker for recognizing the important role that this

         14  institution plays and for daring to step forward and

         15  providing the leadership and opening up the

         16  opportunities for the rest of us to provide that

         17  leadership for our communities.

         18                 Thank you very much. I vote aye on

         19  all.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Pinkett.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER PINKETT: Aye on all.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Povman.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER POVMAN: Aye.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Provenzano.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER PROVENZANO: Aye on
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          2  all.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Quinn.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: Aye on all, and

          5  if I could be noted as aye on the Land Use Call-Ups

          6  as well, please.

          7                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Since there

          8  have been no objections to previous requests, I will

          9  stipulate that anybody can mimic that without

         10  objection.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Eisland.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER EISLAND: Aye.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Reed.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER REED: Yes, I would

         15  like to be excused to explain my vote.

         16                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: So ordered.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER REED: Thank you.

         18                 On the issue of 945-A, I just wanted

         19  to extend my compliments again to our colleagues

         20  that went. It is a very moving issue I think of

         21  clear constitutional rights in second class

         22  citizenship. Late last week I happened to have a few

         23  moments, it happens to me every week, to be with the

         24  President of the United States -- no. But I did have

         25  a few moments to be with the President of the United
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          2  States, and took the opportunity to express to him

          3  what I knew that the Council would be doing and I

          4  knew was just and to urge him again to take a look

          5  at this issue as we have in our resolution. As

          6  always, the President seems to know these issues

          7  backwards and forwards and sideways and acknowledged

          8  to me that most importantly we have to stop treating

          9  these people as second class citizens. I was

         10  impressed with that, and now we will see how it

         11  moves forward.

         12                 But, again, my congratulations to my

         13  colleague for terrific work.

         14                 Thank you, I vote aye on all.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Robinson.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER ROBINSON: Mr. Public

         17  Advocate, may I be excused to explain my vote?

         18                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: So ordered.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER ROBINSON: I commend my

         20  colleagues who traveled to Vieques to find out the

         21  facts which yielded a report that described the pain

         22  and suffering of the people of Vieques who are

         23  desirous of exercising their own self-determination.

         24                 Many years ago there were some people

         25  who came to this country, fleeing religious
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          2  persecution, thus exercising their own

          3  self-determination.

          4                 I, too, join with my colleagues in

          5  calling upon the President of the United States to

          6  cease and desist the actions of the Navy on the

          7  Island of Vieques. I vote aye on all general coupled

          8  orders. Thank you.

          9                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Robles.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER ROBLES: Aye on all.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Rodriguez.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER RODRIGUEZ: I request

         13  unanimous consent for Land Use Call-Ups.

         14                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: So ordered for

         15  everyone.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER RODRIGUEZ: Aye on that

         17  and aye on all others.

         18                 Thank you.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Sabini.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER SABINI: Aye on all.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Spigner.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER SPIGNER: Aye.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Stabile.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER STABILE: Can I be

         25  excused to explain my vote?
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          2                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: So ordered.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER STABILE: No on LU 523,

          4  Resolution 1022, and especially yes on 945-A, and

          5  yes on all others.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Warden.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER WARDEN: Aye on all.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Watkins.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER WATKINS: I request

         10  unanimous consent to vote on the Land Use Call-Ups.

         11  I vote aye on all Land Use Call-Ups.

         12                 I join with my colleagues in

         13  commending Speaker Vallone, Council Members Robles,

         14  and Lopez on the very meaningful and successful trip

         15  to Vieques. I vote aye on all general orders.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Wooten.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER WOOTEN: Yes on all.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Foster.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER FOSTER: May I be

         20  excused to explain my vote.

         21                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: So ordered.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER FOSTER: In reading

         23  history I have never yet read where colonialism was

         24  democratic, nor where it is democratic to hold

         25  another people in semi-bondage by saying they are on
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          2  the trusteeship of a particular country.

          3                 That is why I was anxious to have the

          4  hearing on 595-A, and I was happy to join my

          5  colleagues in voting aye because we were doing no

          6  different here than we have done in relationship

          7  with other countries, Israel, Ireland, South Africa,

          8  et cetera.

          9                 All people should have the right to

         10  determine their own destiny and their own way of

         11  life and I vote proudly aye on all.

         12                 Thank you.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Ognibene.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER OGNIBENE: Mr. Public

         15  Advocate, I request unanimous consent to vote on

         16  Land Use Call-Ups.

         17                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: You can't,

         18  everybody else can.

         19                 Hearing no objections, so ordered.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER OBGNIBENE: Thank you.

         21  I vote aye. And I vote aye on all coupled general

         22  orders.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Oddo.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Yes, may I have

         25  unanimous consent to vote on Land Use matters and
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          2  general order?

          3                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: So ordered.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: I vote aye on

          5  all. Thank you.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Speaker, Mr.

          7  Vallone.

          8                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Aye.

          9                 While we are counting up the votes,

         10  Council Member Lasher again is inviting everyone. He

         11  has got a huge cake there that he can't carry home,

         12  for anybody who wants a piece.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER LASHER: In the Red

         14  Room.

         15                 SPEAKER VALLONE: In the Red Room.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER LASHER: In the Red

         17  Room downstairs.

         18                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: All coupled

         19  general orders are adopted commonly by a vote of 47

         20  in the affirmative, nothing in the negative with the

         21  following exceptions.

         22                 Land Use 523, 43 to four.

         23                 Res 945-A, 45 to two.

         24                 M653, 46 to one.

         25                 At this time, Introduction and
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          2  Reading of Bills.

          3                 SPEAKER VALLONE: I would ask that all

          4  bills go to the committees as indicated, with the

          5  exception of the one that is on for immediate

          6  consideration, which is Resolution 1010, by Council

          7  Members Linares, Marshall, Lopez, Perkins, Reed,

          8  Rivera and DiBrienza, condemning the recent

          9  statements made by Herman Badillo, as Chairman of

         10  the City University of New York CUNY Board of

         11  Trustees.

         12                 Council Member Linares.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER LINARES: I waive the

         14  reading and have a vote taken.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER OGNIBENE: Objection to

         16  immediate consideration.

         17                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Let me at

         18  least ask the question.

         19                 Might there be an objection to this

         20  immediate consideration?

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER OGNIBENE: Objection to

         22  immediate consideration.

         23                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: There being an

         24  objection, the resolution will be referred to its

         25  respective committee.
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          2                 Are there any other immediate

          3  considerations?

          4                 SPEAKER VALLONE: That is all on the

          5  immediate considerations.

          6                 I think Council Member Cruz would

          7  like to be the first to speak on any matter she

          8  chooses.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER CRUZ: Thank you very

         10  much, Mr. Speaker, Mr. Acting Speaker, for

         11  permission to speak.  And very clearly, I missed my

         12  opportunity to vote on 945-A, and I came in today

         13  very specifically to vote on the Vieques issue. I

         14  have looked at the report, I think I want to start

         15  by commending Margarita Lopez and the Committee that

         16  went to Vieques and did an on-site tour, certainly

         17  hearing that Bill Perkins was just absolutely

         18  extraordinary because he reached out in our language

         19  to our people does not surprise me. That is the kind

         20  of people that we have on this Council that care

         21  about Puerto Ricans and certainly all colors are

         22  included.

         23                 I have to say, though, that I am a

         24  little upset, Mr. Acting Speaker, because on various

         25  occasions I have called the City Clerk's office and
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          2  asked to be put on as one of the co-primes of this

          3  legislation, resolution, and I see that my name is

          4  not here and I most definitely want to be a part of

          5  this resolution. It happened, let's just correct it.

          6  945-A is long overdue. One accident with Mr.

          7  Rodriguez is one too many, let's do it because it is

          8  the right thing to do, and long overdue.

          9                 Thank you very much.

         10                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

         11  Council Member Cruz.

         12                 In order, during the general

         13  discussion, Council Members Lasher, McCaffrey and

         14  Linares have sought to be recognized. And Council

         15  Member Foster, fourth, and then any others, of

         16  course.

         17                 Council Member Lasher has chosen not

         18  to speak.

         19                 Council Member McCaffrey.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER McCAFFREY: Mr. Public

         21  Advocate, we see once again the ugly head of the Klu

         22  Klux Klan popping up here in New York. We saw press

         23  reports in yesterday's and today's media indicating

         24  that there is an attempt for them to once again try

         25  to rally in New York to gain support. They say that
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          2  they have cleaned up their act, but no matter what

          3  they ever do, their white sheets will ever be able

          4  to disguise their dark hearts. Their type of racism,

          5  no matter how they try to end up polishing it up is

          6  a disgrace and all New Yorkers have to very quickly

          7  condemn this.

          8                 We understand there is the freedom of

          9  expression, we understand that this is one of those

         10  times in which we love our constitution but perhaps

         11  despise those who will end up using the merits of

         12  the First Amendment, but it is important for New

         13  Yorkers not to ignore or to take for granted this

         14  type of exercise, and I would urge everybody who is

         15  a good decent New Yorker to realize the fact that

         16  they have to be constantly vigilant of this type of

         17  scum that is out there.

         18                 Thank you very much.

         19                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

         20  Council Member McCaffrey.

         21                 Council Member Linares.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER LINARES: Thank you,

         23  Mr. Public Advocate.

         24                 I want to speak with regards to

         25  Resolution 1010, which was introduced in today's
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          2  meeting, condemning the remarks of Chairman of City

          3  University Board of Trustees, Herman Badillo. It is

          4  sad that we see the Republican leader of this body

          5  adjust to this resolution, which is plain and simple

          6  a statement condemning remarks that were offensive,

          7  that were racist, that were bigoted, regarding the

          8  two largest and growing immigrant groups coming to

          9  the City of New York, Dominican Americans and

         10  Mexican Americans.

         11                 It is sad because one thing that

         12  makes this City great and this country great is not

         13  turning their face whenever there is something

         14  offensive and harmful, and divisive, as has been the

         15  remarks made by Herman Badillo, and this resolution

         16  is simply speaking on behalf of all New Yorkers, and

         17  it is still speaking on behalf of all New Yorkers

         18  not to ignore, when someone in a position of

         19  leadership as he is, as chair of CUNY, and also as

         20  someone who is the top advisor on education for the

         21  Mayor of this City, overseeing all of public

         22  education, on both levels.

         23                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Ten seconds.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER LINARES: So I raise my

         25  voice because this is something that has outraged
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          2  many of our community and all New Yorkers, and it is

          3  something that will not go by lightly and I can

          4  assure you, as a member of this City Council, and as

          5  it is the majority of this body that has supported

          6  this resolution, this is not the end, especially

          7  sending the message to the Governor and to the

          8  Mayor, having someone of this type of stature making

          9  such offenses to all New Yorkers, so I just wanted

         10  to make those remarks for the record, and this is

         11  not the end of this process. We are going to keep

         12  on, because we cannot see someone overseeing public

         13  education with this type of position as has been

         14  clearly expressed publicly to this point.

         15                 Thank you very much.

         16                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

         17  Council Member Linares.

         18                 Not seeing Council Member Foster, in

         19  order of Council Members Lopez, Perkins, Robinson

         20  and Boyland.

         21                 Council Member Lopez not being

         22  present. Council Member Perkins.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER LOPEZ: I am here.

         24                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Oh, I am

         25  sorry. Did you seek to be recognized?

          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER LOPEZ: You work very

          3  fast.

          4                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: What else is

          5  new?

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER LOPEZ: Okay. I just

          7  wanted to express my sadness about the remarks of

          8  Mr. Badillo three weeks ago. And I want to call the

          9  attention of the public and the people of the

         10  Council to a piece of that remark, that not too many

         11  people have been looking at, it is the last part of

         12  the remark that Mr. Badillo made in regard of women

         13  who come from other countries, and start having

         14  babies in order to get citizenship in this country.

         15                 I don't know what is in the heart of

         16  Mr. Badillo. I don't know what was in his mind at

         17  the time that he made such a remark, but to equate

         18  women having babies, something that is so sacred and

         19  so beautiful, to the fact of getting the capacity to

         20  be a citizen in the United States is such a

         21  horrible, horrible statement.

         22                 I don't know if people in this City

         23  realize when Mr. Badillo made this statement and

         24  that second piece of it. I was horrified about what

         25  he said in regard of Mexicans, in regard of
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          2  Dominicanos, in regard of the lack of education of

          3  people in Latino America. But when I got to the

          4  point of looking at the issue of women creating a

          5  life and after creating that life equate that to the

          6  inevitable right then to become a citizen of the

          7  United States, I couldn't believe that such a man

          8  could have such a thought in his mind, and then dare

          9  to make it public.

         10                 I think that the City Council must

         11  condemn his statement.

         12                 That second part of the statement is

         13  the worst of all. The worst of all. A life of a

         14  child doesn't cost a citizenship. Nothing can pay

         15  for the life of a child, and nothing can pay for the

         16  pain that a mother has when she brings a life to

         17  this planet, and to equate citizenship to that is

         18  just simply horrible.

         19                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

         20  Councilwoman.

         21                 Councilman Perkins.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: Thank you

         23  very much.

         24                 I just want to first thank the

         25  Speaker for reading into the record some remarks
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          2  regarding the passing of a great American artist and

          3  musician Milt Jackson, and also for reading into the

          4  record the passing of another great American Wilt

          5  Chamberlain, a great athlete, a great role model.

          6  Some of us grew up under the influence of Milt and

          7  Wilt, for those of us who hung out on the basketball

          8  courts, Wilt especially was important as not simply

          9  a giant in size, but also because of the

         10  extraordinary influence he had in terms of our

         11  ambitions to grow up and become as excellent in some

         12  way or another as he was as an athlete.

         13                 And the music is the thing, the jazz

         14  music especially is so special and so unique to this

         15  country and Milt Jackson has played such a

         16  significant role, as the obituary shared by the

         17  Speaker, in my particular life and the lives of so

         18  many of us, that we don't even realize it.

         19                 I know that our colleagues on the

         20  other side have a similar representative in that

         21  field in Lionel Hampton, who is another giant in his

         22  own right and a contemporary of Milt Jackson. So, I

         23  would just extend my appreciation to the Speaker and

         24  to all of my colleagues for acknowledging these two

         25  giants.
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          2                 You know, tomorrow at Abyssinian

          3  Baptist Church there are going to be what some

          4  people will call a funeral, actually it is more

          5  likely going to be a jam session, because that is

          6  when they will be funeralizing Milt Jackson at 1:00,

          7  and I would urge all of you to rearrange your

          8  schedules and be there, and I would be there before

          9  1:00, I would try to be there around 12:00, because

         10  all of the giants of the music will be there and it

         11  will be a wonderful experience, it won't be a sad

         12  experience, it will be a joyous experience to remind

         13  us of this great music that can only be created in

         14  this great country.

         15                 Thank you very much.

         16                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

         17  Council Member.

         18                 In order, Council Members Robinson,

         19  Boyland and Michels.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER ROBINSON: Thank you

         21  very much, Public Advocate.

         22                 I rise to speak on an item that has

         23  been proposed for new business. In terms of the

         24  sensation, the condemning of the sensational art

         25  exhibit that is presently on display at the Brooklyn
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          2  Museum, I would say to those that are present and

          3  those in the viewing audience that they should go

          4  and see the exhibit itself. It is sensational.

          5                 I would also dare to say that as a

          6  Catholic, as a Catholic I have seen the exhibit, and

          7  from an Afro-centric perspective, I don't see the

          8  depicting of the Blessed Mother as being vial or

          9  degrading.

         10                 I do think that if we look at it

         11  through Euro-centric eyes we might view it that way,

         12  but from an Afro-centric perspective, and

         13  understanding the nature of the artist and the

         14  culture, that we would see it differently. Art is to

         15  be viewed from the perspective that it is done.

         16  People come from varying perspectives in terms of

         17  their art, and we don't always see everything the

         18  same way. So, I would ask that people would go and

         19  see the exhibit for themselves.

         20                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Council Member

         21  Boyland.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER BOYLAND: Mr. Public

         23  Advocate, my colleagues, I rise today to report on

         24  my work on the gun control issue and the Coalition I

         25  have convened called Communities United Against Gun
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          2  Violence.

          3                 As you know, I formed this Coalition

          4  with the hope that religious leaders within the City

          5  will work to promote, to end the use of gun violence

          6  and the flow of illegal guns within our communities.

          7                 In light of what has happened within

          8  my district this weekend, we just lost another young

          9  person, a 15-year-old young man to illegal guns,

         10  this week Councilman Fisher and I will join with

         11  several members of the Brooklyn Coalition and Jewish

         12  religious leaders on the steps of Borough Hall,

         13  calling for an end to the flow of legal guns in our

         14  communities.

         15                 Council Member Ken Fisher and I want

         16  to extend this campaign, to the communities of

         17  Williamsburg, Park Slope and all of Brooklyn in

         18  light of what is happening within our community.

         19                 Gun violence is a problem that is

         20  being discussed nationally now. For example, in the

         21  recent days both UPS and colt manufacturers (sic)

         22  have announced major changes in their policies

         23  toward the shipping and the production of guns, so I

         24  call upon you my colleagues to join us and we will

         25  be on the steps of Borough Hall tomorrow at 12:00,
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          2  United Communities United Against Gun Violence.

          3                 Thank you.

          4                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Council Member

          5  Michels.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Mr. Public

          7  Advocate, my colleagues, I, too, rise, along with my

          8  colleague Bill Perkins, to celebrate the life of

          9  Milt Jackson who is always known in the jazz circles

         10  as "Bags", somebody that I had followed when I was

         11  in high school and college, as one of the great jazz

         12  musicians of this century, along with Charlie Parker

         13  and Tizzy Gilespe and Duke Ellington, Max Roach, and

         14  it was my great privilege to know him and to spend

         15  some time with him only recently, and understand

         16  what made him be as great as he is. And it is

         17  unfortunate that he passed so suddenly, though I

         18  understand he has been sick for a long time, in that

         19  we were planning over in the City College Campus in

         20  Aaron Davis Hall to honor him and honor him on his

         21  77th birthday, and he had agreed to it. I had spoken

         22  to him and he had agreed to it, and just recently we

         23  had presented a proclamation to Max Roach and it was

         24  supposed to be also for Milt Jackson, and

         25  unfortunately we were told he was sick at that time
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          2  and couldn't be here, but he was honored and he was

          3  remember. But the Modern Jazz Quartet and the music

          4  that they have made has been a vital part of my life

          5  and to so many lovers of jazz in the city and

          6  musicians in the city, that he envisioned, his

          7  vision for music art, they not only play jazz, they

          8  play with the New York Philharmonic and other great

          9  musical enterprises, his like will not pass again.

         10  Unfortunately the Modern Jazz Quartet will not be

         11  heard again live, but those of us who know and love

         12  it can go over and buy many of the CDs and records

         13  and listen to them.

         14                 Tomorrow, as it was said, at 1:00

         15  there will be a funeral celebration of his life.

         16  Today if anybody wants to go over, his body is now

         17  at Campbell's and you can view him then. But I

         18  intend to introduce a formal piece of resolution in

         19  honor of his life, but I think I wanted to just talk

         20  and mention it to everybody today.

         21                 Thank you very much.

         22                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Before

         23  concluding the meeting with Council Member Marshall,

         24  Council Member Perkins has asked that I remind

         25  everybody that the funeral of Milt Jackson, as
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          2  Council Member Michels alluded to, is tomorrow, 1:00

          3  p.m., at Abyssinian Baptist Church.

          4                 Council Member Marshall.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARSHALL: As a young

         12  Cafe and we heard Milt Jackson on a pair of dollar

         13  phones, and to tell you the truth, it was just

         14  fantastic. And even though I used to hear jazz in my

         15  home, when I saw this musician at work, he really

         16  was fascinating, and in losing him we are losing

         17  another great musician.

         18                 And Wilt Chamberlain of course goes

         19  back to the early days when basketball -- he helped

         20  to make basketball the game that it is. He was

         21  admired and is still admired all over the country

         22  and the world. We have lost a great athlete, so I

         23  rise to express my condolences to their family and

         24  wish both of them well. They have made a great

         25  contribution to our country.
