          9  myself, Comrie, DeBlasio, Dickens, Fidler, Oddo, and

         10  Rivera and Weprin.

         11                 Anyone wishing to affix their name to

         12  this resolution, feel free to do so.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: I do,

         14  Chairman. Michael McMahon. I would also like to be a

         15  co-sponsor listed. And Diana Reyna as well. And

         16  Annabel Palma as well. And Alan Gerson as well.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON WHITE: Well, I think the

         18  Minority Leader is a love of New York City, and to

         19  look at it from an economic standpoint of view would

         20  vote aye.

         21                 Whereas, the next Democratic

         22  Convention to select presidential and vice

         23  presidential candidates will be held in 2008; and

         24                 Whereas, New York City wishes to be

         25  the host City for the Democratic National Convention
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          2  in 2008; and whereas, New York City is a world-class

          3  city, with state-of-the-art facilities and with vast

          4  experience in hosting important events; and

          5                 Whereas, no other City can match New

          6  York City energy, history, diversity, commerce, and

          7  most important, it's people; and

          8                 Whereas, New York City is prepared to

          9  implement a comprehensive and unparalleled plan for

         10  spectacular success of the Democrat National

         11  Convention; and

         12                 Whereas, New York City now plays a

         13  new symbolic role in America life in the aftermath

         14  of the tragic World Trade Center attack; and

         15                 Whereas, the selection of New York

         16  City as a host to the National Democratic Convention

         17  would be a tremendous honor, a show of support for

         18  our City and State that have met tremendous

         19  challenges over the past five years; and

         20                 Whereas, the Bloomberg Administration

         21  has submitted a formal proposal through the

         22  Democratic National Committee to host the 2008

         23  Democratic National Convention;

         24                 Now, therefore, be it resolved, that

         25  the City of New York calls upon the Democratic
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          2  National Committee to designate New York City as the

          3  host City for the 2008 Democratic National

          4  Convention.

          5                 May I have a roll call?

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member White.

          7                 CHAIRPERSON WHITE: Yes, I vote aye.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Reyna.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of six in

         22  the affirmative, zero in the negative, no

         23  abstentions, the item is adopted. Please sign the

         24  Committee report.

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          2                 CHAIRPERSON WHITE: I've spoken with a

          3  number of other Council members who have been a part

          4  of this Committee, and who are at other hearings as

          5  we speak. So, therefore, I will hold the vote open

          6  to allow them to vote before the day's end.
