TITLE:
To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the suspension of alternate side of the street parking rules on the religious holidays of Purim, Ash Wednesday and St. Patrick’s Day.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends section 19-163 of title 19

BACKGROUND



Section 19-163 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York relates to the suspension of alternate side of the street parking rules on specified religious holidays.    Proposed Int. No. 262-A would amend subdivision (a) of section 19-163 by adding the three religious holidays of Purim, Ash Wednesday and St. Patrick’s Day to the list of religious holidays during which alternate side of the street parking rules would be suspended.  


Proposed Int. No. 262-A would also amend subdivision (a) of section 19-163 by substituting the word “rules” for “regulations”.  This is a technical amendment to more accurately reflect the fact that City agencies promulgate “rules” rather than “regulations”.


Finally, Proposed Int. No. 262-A provides an immediate effective date.


On March 22, 2001 this Committee held a first hearing on the predecessor to this bill, Int. No. 262.  The only change to the bill is an amendment reflected in Proposed Int. No. 262-A to include St. Patrick’s Day as well as Purim and Ash Wednesday.

Update

The Committee on Transportation held a hearing on Proposed Int. No. 262-A on November 27, 2001.  This hearing was recessed until November 29, 2001.  
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
