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TITLE:  

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the police department to publish annual reports relating to use of force.

BILL SUMMARY:

This bill requires police officers to complete use of force summary incident reports, and make such reports available on the Department’s website. The bill defines “use of force” as: (i) use of pepper spray or taser; (ii) neck restraint or head strike; (iii) drawing or displaying a firearm; (iv) discharge of firearm, even if it does not result in death; (v) any other type of force that requires the arrestee’s hospitalization or results in death.  With respect to the reporting requirement, the incident summary must include: (i) type of force used; (ii) assignment location of the officer that used force; (iii) whether the officer was on duty at the time of the incident; (iv) number of years the officer has been on the force; (v) summary of the incident; (vi) whether the CCRB reviewed the incident and if so the CCRB findings/recommendations, NYPD findings, and NYPD final decision regarding discipline.
