Amends sections 21-957 and 21-958
INTRODUCTION
On Monday, June 5, 2017, the Committee on Mental Health, Developmental Disability, Alcoholism, Substance Abuse and Disability Services, chaired by Council Member Andrew Cohen, will hold a hearing on Int. No. 1236, a local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring autism spectrum disorder reporting, and Int. No. 1424, a local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring autism spectrum disorder reporting from the department of education. Those invited to testify include the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH), the Department of Education (DOE), the Mayor’s Office for People with Disabilities (MOPD), service providers, and advocates. 
BACKGROUND

Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) is a developmental disability that is caused by differences in how the brain functions.
 People with ASD may communicate, interact, behave, and learn in different ways.
 Signs of ASD begin during early childhood and usually last throughout a person’s life.

The Center for Disease Control and Prevention estimates that 1 in 68 children in the United States have been identified with ASD.
 ASD can sometimes be detected at 18 months or younger.
 A diagnosis of ASD by an experienced professional can be considered very reliable by age 2.
 Despite this, many children do not receive a final diagnosis until they are significantly older.
 This delay means that children with ASD might not get the early help they need.
 
ANALYSIS OF INT. NO. 1236
Section one of Int. No. 1236 would amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York to add a new section 17-199.1. The bill would mandate that the DOHMH collect data relating to the diagnosis of autism spectrum disorder by the community district where diagnosed individuals reside. The bill would also mandate that the data be updated at least annually and that it may be collected as part of DOHMH’s annual community health survey, by requiring doctors to report autism spectrum disorder diagnoses to DOHMH, or by another sufficient means. The bill would further require that the data collected be posted on the website of the department by community district. 
Section two of Int. No. 1236 would establish that this local law take effect 180 days after it becomes law, provided that DOHMH shall promulgate rules as may be necessary for the purpose of implementing and carrying out the bill.
ANALYSIS OF INT. NO. 1424
Section one of Int. No. 1424 would amend paragraphs 4 and 5 of subdivision a of section 21-957 of the administrative code of the city of New York and add a new paragraph 6 to such subdivision. The bill would add those who are known to the DOE to have received an autism spectrum disorder diagnosis to the DOE’s reporting requirement for students in kindergarten through grade eight. 
Section two of Int. No. 1424 would amend paragraphs 4 and 5 of subdivision a of section 21-958 of the administrative code of the city of New York and add a new paragraph 6 to such subdivision. The bill would add those who are known to the DOE to have received an autism spectrum disorder diagnosis to the DOE’s reporting requirement for students in grades nine through twelve.

Section three of Int. 1424 would establish that this local law takes effect 180 days after it becomes law.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring autism spectrum disorder reporting
 
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 
Section 1. The administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 17-199.1 to read as follows:
§ 17-199.1 Report of Autism Spectrum Disorder Diagnosis. a. The department shall collect data relating to the diagnosis of autism spectrum disorder by the community district in which diagnosed individuals reside, and shall update such data at least annually. Such data may be collected as part of the department’s annual community health survey, by requiring doctors to report autism spectrum disorder diagnoses to the department, or by other means sufficient to approximate the number of individuals diagnosed with autism spectrum disorder by community district. 
b. The data collected pursuant to this section, and any rules promulgated pursuant thereto, shall be posted on the website of the department by community district.
c. The department may promulgate any rules necessary to effectuate the requirements of this section.
§ 2. This local law takes effect 180 days after it becomes law; provided, however, that the department of health and mental hygiene shall promulgate rules as may be necessary for the purpose of implementing and carrying out the provisions of this local law, prior to its effective date.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring autism spectrum disorder reporting from the department of education
 
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 
Section 1. Paragraphs 4 and 5 of subdivision a of section 21-957 of the administrative code of the city of New York are amended, and a new paragraph 6 is added to such subdivision, to read as follows:
4. reside in temporary housing; [and]
5. are attending school out of the community school district in which the student resides; and
6. are known to the department to have received an autism spectrum disorder diagnosis.
§ 2. Paragraphs 4 and 5 of subdivision a of section 21-958 of the administrative code of the city of New York are amended, and a new paragraph 6 is added to such subdivision, to read as follows:
4. reside in temporary housing; [and]
5. are enrolled over the counter; and
6. are known to the department to have received an autism spectrum disorder diagnosis.
§ 3. This local law takes effect 180 days after it becomes law.
