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TITLE:



AN ACT to amend the Hudson River Park Act, in relation to authorizing a marine transfer station and environmental education center on Gansevoort Peninsula. 

 
BACKGROUND:

According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MIS), the proposed legislation would create a marine transfer station and environmental education center in the Hudson River Park.  Under current law, the proposed use would not meet the definition of compatible governmental use and would therefore be prohibited in the park. 


In accordance to the MIS, in October 2006 the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation approved New York City’s Long – Term Comprehensive Management Plan (the “SWMP”).  The SWMP lays out a plan for reforms to the City’s solid waste management strategy over the next twenty years. The proposal to establish a recyclables acceptance and environmental education center on the Gansevoort Peninsula is part of the final SWMP.  The facility will be utilized as a community and educational facility, offering environmental education programs for students in New York City as well as providing a location for community meetings.  Further, according to the MIS, the facility will be used as a transfer point for recyclable paper, metal, glass and plastic generated in Manhattan.      

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


The bill will amend subdivision (b) of section 3 chapter 592 of the Hudson River Park Act. Specifically, the bill will amend the definition of “compatible government use “ and a provision relating to the use of the Gansevoort Peninsula, to authorize a marine transfer station and environmental education center on the Ganservoort Peninsula.
