	TITLE: To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring home delivered meals to be delivered each day of the calendar year. 

	SPONSORS: Council Members Lee, Hudson and Louis 



SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 280 would require the Department for the Aging (DFTA) to operate the home-delivered meals (HDM) program such that each older adult authorized to receive such meals is provided with at least 1 home-delivered meal a day, 7 days a week, 365 days a year. This delivery frequency would apply to all contracts between DFTA and a home-delivered meal provider that are in effect on or after the effective date.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. 

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is expected that the uptake rate for weekend meals in the HDM program initiated by this legislation would be similar to the current uptake rate for weekday meals. The Council anticipates that the implementation of this legislation would result in a need for approximately 1.5 million additional meals annually. At the current reimbursement rate of $14.78 per meal, the additional 1.5 million meals would cost approximately $22.6 million annually. The Council estimates that in Fiscal 2027 the prorated number of additional meals required would be approximately 1.2 million, which would cost about $16.8 million.
