This bill would amend certain reporting requirements including (1) amending the detail required regarding full or partial waivers and solicitations, (2) amending the dates on which an agency must submit its agency utilization plan and agency procurement plan, (3) amending the standards for setting agency participation goals and (4) amending the date on which an agency that fails to achieve its utilization goals must submit its performance improvement plan.
