[bookmark: _Hlk174032982]Resolution approving the application submitted by the New York City Department of Housing Preservation and Development (“HPD”) and the decision of the City Planning Commission, ULURP No. C 250016 HAK, approving the designation of an Urban Development Action Area, an Urban Development Action Area Project, and the disposition of city-owned property located at 542 Dean Street (Block 1136, Lot 29, 32, 33, 34, 35), Borough of Brooklyn, Community District 8, to a developer selected by HPD (L.U. 263).

WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission filed with the Council on March 24, 2025 its decision dated March 19, 2025 (the “Decision”), on the application submitted by the New York City Department of Housing Preservation and Development (“HPD”) regarding city-owned property located at 542 Dean Street (Block 1136, Lot 29, 32, 33, 34, 35), (the “Disposition Area”), approving:

a)	pursuant to Article 16 of the General Municipal Law of New York State the designation of the Disposition Area as an Urban Development Action Area (“UDAA”);

b) pursuant to Article 16 of the General Municipal Law of New York State an Urban Development Action Area Project (“UDAAP”) for the Disposition Area (the “Project”); and

c) pursuant to Section 197c of the New York City Charter the disposition of the Disposition Area to a developer to be selected by the New York City Department of Housing Preservation and Development;

which in conjunction with the related actions would facilitate a new, eleven-story development containing approximately 151 housing units and community facility space at 542 Dean Street (Block 1136, Lot 29, 32, 33, 34, 35), in the Prospect Heights neighborhood of Community District 8 (ULURP No. C 250016 HAK) (the “Application”); 

WHEREAS, the Application is related to applications C 250014 ZMK (L.U. No. 257), a zoning map amendment to change M1-1, C6-2A, C6-3A, C6-3X, M1-4/R7A, R7A/C24, R7D/C2-4, R6B, and R6A districts to R7A, R7D, C6-3A, M1-1A/R6B, M1-2A/R6A, M1-3A/R7D, M1-4A/R9A, C4-3A, C4-5D, R7-2, and M1-3A districts and C2-4 commercial overlays, and establish the Special Atlantic Avenue Mixed Use District; N 250015 ZRK (L.U. No. 258), a zoning text amendment to establish the Special Atlantic Avenue Mixed Use District, establish a Mandatory Inclusionary Housing (MIH) area, and related sections; C 250020 PQK (L.U. No. 259), an acquisition of property by the City located at 516 Bergen Street (Block 1143, Lot 25); C 250021 PPK (L.U. No. 260), a disposition of City-owned property located at 1110 Atlantic Avenue (Block 1126, Lot 32); C 250022 PPK (L.U. No. 261), a disposition of City-owned property located at 457 Nostrand Avenue (Block 1844, Lot 1); C 250023 PPK (L.U. No. 262), a disposition of City-owned property located at 1134-1142 Pacific Street (Block 1205, Lots 11, 14, 111); C 250019 PQK (L.U. No. 264), an acquisition of property by the City located at 1134-1142 Pacific Street (Block 1205, Lots 11, 14, 111); C 250017 HAK (L.U. No. 265), a disposition approval, UDAA and UDAAP designation located at 516 Bergen Street (Block 1143, Lot 25); C 250018 PQK (L.U. No. 266), an acquisition of property by the City located at 1110 Atlantic Avenue (Block 1126, Lot 32); G 250073 XAK, an Article XI Disposition approval, for the disposition of city-owned property located at 457 Nostrand Avenue (Block 1844, Lot 1) (L.U. No. 273); and G 250074 XAK, an Article XI Disposition approval, for the disposition of city-owned property located at 1134-1142 Pacific Street (Block 1205, Lots 11, 14, 111) (L.U. No. 274);

WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission has certified its unqualified approval of the UDAA and UDAAP pursuant to Article 16 of the General Municipal Law;

WHEREAS, the Decision is subject to review and action by the Council pursuant to Section 197d of the City Charter;

WHEREAS, by letter dated March 21, 2025 and submitted to the Council on March 24, 2025, HPD submitted its requests (the “HPD Requests”) respecting the Application including the submission of the project summaries for the Project (the “Project Summary”);

WHEREAS, upon due notice, the Council held a public hearing regarding the HPD Requests on March 27, 2025;

WHEREAS, the Council has considered the land use and financial implications and other policy issues relating to the Application; and

	WHEREAS, the Council has considered the relevant environmental issues, including the Positive Declaration issued on September 15, 2023 (CEQR No. 24DCP019K) and a Final Environmental Impact Statement (FEIS) for which a Notice of Completion was issued on March 7, 2025, in which significant adverse impacts related to hazardous materials, air quality, and noise would be avoided through the placement of (E) designations (E-810) on selected projected and potential development sites as specified in Chapters 9, 14 and 16, respectively of the FEIS; and the FEIS determined that the proposed actions would have identified significant adverse impacts with respect to open space, shadows (St. Bartholomew’s Episcopal Church and the Lefferts Place Block Association Garden), historic and cultural resources (architectural and archaeological), transportation (traffic, transit, and pedestrians), and construction activities (transportation, air quality, noise). In addition, the identified significant adverse impacts and proposed mitigation measures under the proposed actions are summarized in Chapter 20, “Mitigation” of the FEIS. The Council has also considered the Technical Memorandum dated [     ], 2025 (“Technical Memorandum”).
 
RESOLVED:

Having considered the FEIS with respect to the Decision and Application, and the Technical Memorandum, the Council finds that:
1. The FEIS meets the requirements of 6 N.Y.C.R.R. Part 617; 

2. The environmental impacts disclosed in the FEIS were evaluated in relation to the social, economic, and other considerations associated with the actions that are set forth in this report; and

3. Consistent with social, economic and other essential considerations from among the reasonable alternatives available, the action is one which avoids or minimizes adverse environmental impacts to the maximum extent practicable; 

	The Decision, together with the FEIS issued March 7, 2025, and the Technical Memorandum, constitute the written statement of facts, and of social, economic and other factors and standards that form the basis of this determination, pursuant to 6 N.Y.C.R.R. §617.11(d); 

Pursuant to Section 197-d of the City Charter, Article 16 of the General Municipal Law of New York and on the basis of the Application, Decision, and the HPD Requests, the environmental determination and the consideration described in the report C 250016 HAK incorporated by reference herein, and the record before the Council, the Council approves the Decision of the City Planning Commission and the HPD Requests.

The Council finds that the present status of the Disposition Area tends to impair or arrest the sound growth and development of the City of New York and that a designation of the Project as an urban development action area project is consistent with the policy and purposes stated in Section 691 of the General Municipal Law.

The Council approves the designation of the Disposition Area as an urban development action area pursuant to Section 693 of the General Municipal Law.

The Council approves the Project as an urban development action area project pursuant to Section 694 of the General Municipal Law and subject to the terms and conditions of the Project Summary, a copy of which is attached hereto.

The Council approves the disposition of the Disposition Area under Section 197-d of the New York City Charter, to a developer to be selected by the New York City Department of Housing Preservation and Development for the development of the Project consistent with the Project Summary.
