BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would create an Office of Comprehensive Community Health Planning (OCCHP) and an Interagency Coordinating Council on Health (ICCH). 
The OCCHP would be charged with, among other things coordinating and improving healthcare delivered by City agencies and entities in contract with the City and analyzing and promoting improvements to healthcare delivered by non-government entities.

The OCCHP would be responsible for producing a Comprehensive Health Care Services Plan every two years, which would examine the overall health service delivery system in the City. The OCCHP would also have to produce a Health System Assessment in years in which a Comprehensive Health Care Services Plan is not produced.
The ICCH would include representatives from a variety of city agencies, the Council, the Borough Presidents, and various health-related organizations or professions within the field of health. It would make recommendations on many of the areas covered in the Health System Assessment and Comprehensive Health Care Services Plan documents produced by the OCCHP.
