Title:

A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York and the New York city charter, in relation to the publication and distribution of materials detailing public health insurance options.

Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend Chapter One of the administrative code of the city of New York by adding a new section 17-183.  This legislation will require the Department of Public Health to develop and distribute a pamphlet containing information regarding the availability of public health insurance options.  Such pamphlet shall be produced annually and shall be printed in multiple languages, and shall be made available to any member of the public upon request.  This legislation would also amend Chapter Forty Seven of the New York City Charter by adding a new section 1069. This legislation will require certain City agencies to distribute these pamphlets to clients when they first apply for services or when they reconfirm or change their address. The Council has found that over one million New Yorkers are currently without any form of health insurance, and this procedure will help these and other New Yorkers learn about and possibly choose one of the listed public health insurance options.

Impact on Expenditures:
The cost of the development and the planning for distribution of the public health insurance pamphlets would be performed by existing agency staff.  Therefore, these costs would be absorbed within existing agency appropriations. The cost of distributing pamphlets to selected agencies and their contractors will be included in pre-existing mailings and therefore will be minimal. The cost of printing the pamphlets would range from $150,000 to $285,000.  The cost of translating the pamphlets into 7 languages would be $7,000.
