	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to members of the fire department who formerly served as police officers. 

	Sponsors:
Council Member Addabbo (by request of the Mayor)



	Summary of Legislation: Under section 15-111 of the administrative code of the city of New York (the “Administrative Code”), a member of the fire department (FDNY), who immediately prior to employment served as a member of the police department (NYPD), shall have time served in the NYPD counted as service in the FDNY for purposes of determining compensation or eligibility for promotion in the FDNY. 

The proposed legislation would amend Section 15-111 of the Administrative code by deleting the words “compensation” and “promotion” so that members of the FDNY who were NYC police officers prior to joining the FDNY would no longer have prior police service counted in determining their compensation or eligibility for promotion. Upon appointment to the FDNY, they would be considered newly appointed employees for purposes of salary and all other economic benefits (excluding pensions).  



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect immediately and shall apply to persons who join the uniformed force of the fire department on or after the effective date.

	Impact on Revenues: Although there is savings associated with the legislation, we have stated no impact on revenues since the fiscal impact on the City’s financial plan as a result of this legislation is $0. This amendment was part of a negotiated contract settlement agreed to by the City and the Uniformed Firefighters Association (“UFA”) and savings associated with this amendment have already been applied to the UFA’s contract settlement. If the proposed bill is not enacted the UFA would need to provide the City with some form of equivalent savings. 

The actual amount of the savings associated with this amendment only is as follows: $441,597 for FY06; $2.8 million for FY07; $3.9 million in FY08; and $4.9 million in FY09.
