	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative  code of the city of New York, in relation to reporting requirements pursuant to the community right-to-know-law.

	Sponsors:

	Summary of Legislation: Pursuant to Local Law 28 of 1988 of the Administrative Code of the city of New York, the Commissioner of the Department of Environmental Protection has the authority to monitor the handling and use of certain hazardous substances that may pose a risk to human health and the environment.  Thus, the Commissioner has the authority to impose reporting requirements and conduct inspections of both public and private properties.  Information collected through such processes is summarized by the Department and is required to be submitted to the Mayor and Council no later than the first of October.  This proposed local law would require that the Department also include in this annual report the number of notices of violation issued pursuant to chapter six of title 24 of the code and the number of orders issued by the Commissioner pursuant to subdivision a of section 24-608 of that title and the nature of such orders.


	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect immediately.
