SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 518 would require operators of certain warehouses and storage facilities from which goods are delivered to final consumers in the City to obtain a business license from the Department of Consumer and Worker Protection (DCWP). This bill would set forth the conditions of such a license, which would include safety, training, and employment requirements. This bill would also set forth enforcement options, including those available to the City and to workers.

EFFECTIVE DATE: 120 days after it becomes law, except as otherwise provided by subdivision e of section 20-566.3 and subdivision a of section 20-566.4 as added by section two of this local law

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that as a result of the enactment of this legislation the City would collect an additional $75,000 annually. This estimate is based on the estimate of the number of existing facilities that engage in last-mile operations and assumes the City would collect $500 for fees and licensing per business engaged in last-mile operations annually. This revenue estimate further assumes no additional revenue from fines and penalties as full compliance with the requirements of the legislation is anticipated.   

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is anticipated that there would be additional costs resulting from the enactment of this legislation. Personal services expenditures of $257,500, including fringe, are estimated to support one staff attorney and two inspectors at DCWP for additional investigation and enforcement responsibilities. DCWP would use existing resources to comply with the remaining aspects of the legislation.
